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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 

Introduction 
 
This tariff filing introduces a grace threshold in conjunction with the “floor” of switched 
access traffic lacking originating information. The grace threshold is introduced to grant 
greater flexibility to BellSouth’s customers in applying this section of the tariff.  
 
Description of Tariff 
 
The provisions of this tariff allow BellSouth to charge the applicable rates for terminating 
SWA traffic when BellSouth receives insufficient call detail to jurisdictionalize access 
minutes of use. BellSouth applies the provisions of the existing tariff to those minutes 
exceeding the “floor”, currently at 7.00 percent (%). The new provision of the tariff 
introduces a grace threshold of 2.00 percent (%) in conjunction with the “floor”.  
 
As an example, if 8% of Customer A’s traffic does not contain sufficient originating 
information to allow BellSouth to determine jurisdiction, BellSouth would not apply the 
provisions of the tariff because the minutes do not exceed the “floor” (7%) and the grace 
threshold (2%).  In another example, 15% of another customer’s traffic (Customer B) 
does not contain the proper information to jurisdictionalize traffic. BellSouth would apply 
the provisions of the tariff to those minutes exceeding the floor or 8%.  
 
 
Service Description 
 
This new tariff language recognizes the changes in traffic patterns and seasonality of 
terminating switch access traffic and grants greater allowances for those fluctuations.  
 
 
Cost Information 
 
BellSouth will cover its costs in the provision of this service.
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
