Data Request Due Date

Section 364.386(1)(b), F.S., requires a provider of local exchange telecommunications services to file its response to the Commission’s data request no later than April 15 of each year.  Late filings are subject to the penalties listed below.

Data Filing


ALL companies must complete the attached tables.  All companies shall complete and submit the data tables along with the attached questionnaire by April 15.
Potential Penalties For Noncompliance

In order to meet our statutory obligations, it is essential that we obtain this information in a timely manner, as required by Commission Rule 25-4.043, Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C), Response to Commission Staff Inquiries.  Failure to comply with this rule may result in the Commission assessing penalties of up to $25,000 per offense, with each day of noncompliance constituting a separate offense per Section 364.285(1), F.S.

For this reason, we urge you to retain a record confirming delivery of your company(s response to the data request, such as a certified mail receipt or a copy of an e-mail.  Please feel free to request a confirmation e-mail.

Filing Requirements

Responses to the enclosed data request are due no later than April 15.  Your response to the questionnaire may be provided on paper or in a Word file.  We request that you provide your response to the attached data tables on a CD or diskette using Excel.  Your public response may also be sent via e-mail to compreport@psc.state.fl.us.  If your company did not provide service as of December 31, 2010, please follow the Box Letter instructions at http://floridapsc.com/dockets/lcdr/index.aspx and provide your response via facsimile to (805) 413-6392.

If you believe your response to the data request contains confidential information and you want to protect the information from public disclosure, you may submit a claim of confidentiality by following the procedures in Rule 25-22.006(5), F.A.C., a copy of which is attached.  Please note that a claim of confidentiality does not alleviate the obligation to respond to the data request in a timely manner.  Please note, claims of confidentiality should not be made for information that is publicly available from other sources.
