EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Introduction:

The purpose of this filing is to obsolete Calling Name/Number Delivery for BellSouth
Primary Rate ISDN service components.

Description of Proposed Tariff

Pursuant to FCC requirements, a carrier may provide Calling Name Delivery Blocking at
the ‘Per Line’ level only if they also provide Calling Name Delivery Unblocking at the ‘Per
Call’ level.

Since the PRI is a trunk connected to customer’s premises equipment, AT&T Florida is
unable to provide unblocking associated with Calling Name/Number Delivery for BellSouth
Primary Rate ISDN Service, this filing obsoletes BellSouth Primary Rate ISDN Calling
Name Delivery Blocking — Permanent. In this tariff, AT&T Florida clarifies any blocking for
these types of trunks are the responsibility of the customer. This capability will remain in
place for existing customer arrangements prior to the date of this filing; however, it will not
be available for new arrangements, rearrangements, moves or transfers. Also, this filing
removes references to blocking in Tariff Section A13.

There is no revenue impact associated with this filing since AT&T Florida does not charge
for this type of blocking.
