On January 9, 1987, Tampa Electric Company (TECO) and 

Peace River Electric Cooperative, Inc. (PRECO) entered into a 

territorial agreement setting forth their respect i ve boundaries 

for tbe provision of electric service in southwestern Polk 

Count~ and southeastern Hillsborough County. By joint Petition 

filed witb tbe co.aiuion on March 24, 1987, TECO and PRECO 

s .. k approval of their agreement • 

.. fore this agreement was reached the af fected service 

are• could be served either by TECO or PRECO. The aqreement 

states tbat lt was entered into to prevent the uneconomic 

duplication of facilities. Pursuant to its terms PRECO will 

transfer thirty-two customer s and the facilities necessary to 

serve them to TECO. TECO will make no transfers to PRECO. 

Pa~nt for the electric facilities transferred by PRECO to 

TICO is replacement coat new, less depreciation, plus an amount 

equal to the expected revenues for one year from the thirty-two 

transferred accounts. However, consistent with the Uniform 

Sylt.. of Accounts, an acquiring utility may include in 

Electric Plant in Service only the original eost less 

depreciation of acquired plant. Si nce origina l cost 

lnfor .. tlon was not included in the joint Petition, the 

Co.~~isaion can approve the ter r itorhl agreement but not t he 

a~unt of the addition to TECO's Electric Plant in Service as a 

result of it . 

Tbe agreement preserves the riqht of TECO to continue to 

serve its existing transmission (69 KV) level customers in the 

area otherwise allocated to PRECO. Either company may serve 

new transmission level customers in the area covered by the 

agre ... nt. Should they both desire to serve the s ame customer , 

service will be awarded on the basis of relative costs to 

construct additional facilities necessary to serve the new 

custo.r.
