STAFF ANALYSIS: GLOBALONE filed an application with this
Commission on February 27, 1996, to offer telecommunications
service as a reseller with alternative operator services in
Florida.

GLOBALONE's exhibit of managerial qualifications (page 3)
reflects a satisfactory record in telecommunications sales,
marketing and service. In regard to technical capability,
GLOBALONE indicates in its application that it will be a reseller
and will have the technical knowledge to deal with any switching
relay; further the company will rely on the network ownership,
operation and management of its underlying carrier(s) such as
MCI, AT&T, etc. The Division of Auditing and Financial Analysis
reviewed GLOBALONE's financial statement tc determine the
company's financial viability (pages 4-5). Based on the
information provided by GLOBALONE, the financial capability of
the company appears adequate.

ISSUE 2: Should this docket be closed?
RECOMMENDATION: Yes, if no person whose substantial interests

are affected by the Commission's Proposed Agency Action files a
protest within 21 days of the issuance date of the order.

Regarding the showing of financial capability, the Finance staff has analyzed the unaudited
financial statements of GlobalOne, Inc. (GLBL) for the period ending December 31, 1995.
An audit could change one’s opinion of the company's financial cendition. As the attached
schedule shows, GLBL has adequate liquidity and ownership equity but reports negative net
income.

In this matter, GLBL is asking for a certificate to provide IXC service. Staff notes the
limited nature of the application and that no customer provided funds appear to be at risk.
For purposes of granting a certificatc based on the financial information provided, the
financial capability of the company appears adequate.
