Position: If there i s a subsidy to be eliminated, the states 

must determine the intrastate rate elements; however, the FCC Order 

does not specify specific rate elements to be reduced. 

Issue 3 : If an intrastate paypbone subsidy is identified, 
what is the appropriate rate e1.-.nt(s) to be reduced to eliminate 
such aub•idy? 

Position : Thoro is no intrastate payphone subsidy that needo 

to be eliminated. However, if a aubsidy is identified and needs to 

be eliminated, the reduction should be applied as part o f the St 

annual access reduction (rather than in addition to), via the 

intras tate carrier common line rate element ( •CCL•) . If the 

reduction is not going to be applied aa part of the St annual 

access reduc tion (rather than in addition to) the reduction should 

be applied to intraLATA toll rates . 

Issue t : If neal8sary, by wha t c!ate should revi•ed intra•tate 
tariffs that e1iainate any idantified intrastate peyphone subsidy 
be tiled? 

Position: If the reduction ie applied ao part of the 5' 

annual access reduction (ra tner than in addition to) by applying it 

to the intrastate carrier common line rate element ("CCL"), the 



tariff filing should be made so that the tariff would be effective 

on October 1, 1997. Otherwise, the tariffs should be required to 

be filed within 30 days of the dat~ of the final order. 

Isrue 5 : Is April 15, ltt7, the appropriate effeotive date 
for revised intr astate tariffs thet tlf•fnate any identified 
intraatate payphoue subai~? 

fQfltion: No. None of the PAA protests in this case were 

directed to the Company, and no one has challenged the Company's 

intrastate tariff. Likewise, the PPSC has not ilsued an order 

requiring that the Company hold any relevant revenues wubject to 

refund. Since ALLTBL is not in an overearning position, there 

would be no basis for holding revenues subject to refund anyway .
