I I9.07( I), pending a formal ruling on such request by the commission or 
the return of the records to the person providing the records. 
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3. Sprint considers a substantial portion ofthe information provided in the Responses 

to be proprietary and confidential and hereby requests confidentiality for the information. 

Pending use at hearing or further ruling by the Commission regardingthe confidential classification 

ofthe information, the information should be treated in a confidential manner pursuantto Section 

364. I83(2), Florida Statutes.

Order granting this request for confidential classification covering Sprint's Responses to Citizens
