BELLSOUTH TELECOMMUNICATIONS, INC’S 
MOTION TO INCLUDE ISSUES IN ISSUES LIST 

BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc. (“BellSouth”) respectfully requests that the Pre- 

Hearing Officer include collocation pricing issues in this docket. By way of background, an 

Issue ID meeting was held on January 31, 2000, to determine which issues should be addressed 

in this docket. At that meeting, BellSouth proposed that the Florida Public Service Commission 

(“Commission”) consider collocation pricing issues. The Commission Staff disagreed, 

indicating that collocation pricing issues would be addressed in the context of a separate docket. 

For the reasons set forth below, the Commission should consider collocation pricing issues in 

this docket. 

As the Commission is well aware, a hearing was held in the generic collocation docket 

(990321-TP/991834-TP) on January 12-14, 2000. At that hearing, alternative local exchange 

carriers (“ALECs”) presented testimony that in order to compete in Florida said ALECs need: (1 )  

assembly point collocation’; (2) adjacent collocation; and (3) DSLAM collocation at the remote 

terminal. In addition, the ALECs requested fixed space preparation charges to replace the 

individual case basis (“ICB”) prices previously approved by the Commission. Finally, the 

’ Assembly point i s  an alternative form of collocation wherein an ALEC may have UNEs delivered directly to a 
distribution frame for combining. The ALEC can combine the UNEs either at the time the UNEs are delivered, or 
the ALEC can pre-wire the distribution frame in advance. 



Commission needs a cost-based rate for security access to enable ALECs access to the BellSouth 

premises housing the ALECs collocated equipment. Assuming the Commission agrees with the 

ALECs, there needs to be a pricing structure in place to enable the incumbent local exchange 

carriers (“ILECs”) to begin promptly provisioning ALEC collocation requests. Establishing a 

separate generic docket to consider pricing for these five collocation elements will unnecessarily 

delay their availability -- a result that benefits no one, particularly Florida consumers. While 

interim rates already established by the Cornmission for other collocation elements will suffice, 

BellSouth does not have that luxury as to the five collocation elements referenced above. 

Complicating matters further, it appears from the Federal Communications Commission 

(“FCC’’) Order on Bell Atlantic’s $27 1 Application2 that the collocation elements referenced 

above may be required for $271 relief. At a minimum, the FCC requires that each collocation 

element have cost-based rates.3 Waiting for a separate generic collocation pricing docket could 

result in a delay in BellSouth obtaining long distance authority in Florida. This result is patently 

unfair to BellSouth, especially given the fact that adding these five collocation elements, which 

are clearly UNEs, will not result in hardship to any party, nor will it in any way affect the 

currently scheduled hearing date in July 2000. 

WHEREFORE, BellSouth respectfully requests that the Pre-Hearing Officer allow the 

pricing of assembly point collocation, adjacent collocation, DSLAM collocation at the remote 

terminal, security access, and fixed space preparation charges to replace ICB prices to be 

considered in this docket.
