It should also be noted that the maps that are attached are the result of many long hours @
work on nights and weekends by the Utility’s consulting engineers, that we contend, and we believe
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the technical staff agrees, were not needed for any purpose in this rate proceeding. Those maps were
already being created as part of an overall accumulation of a great many CAD maps for a sewer
master plan the Utility was in the process of developing. However, substantial additional effort and
accelerated work was necessary in order to provide them at this time. That task was accelerated after
we learned of the staff’s recommendation not to review the Variance on an emergency basis,
approximately one week ago.

Based upon the above, please include the attached two maps as “Exhibit 10" to the above-
referenced docketed Application for Increase in Wastewater Rates for Aloha Ultilities, and based
solely upon the staff’s assurances that the attached maps comply with the requirements of Rule 25-
30.440(1)(a) and (b), F.A.C., we hereby withdraw our Application for Emergency Variance pursuant
to Rule 28-104.002 and 28-104.004, F.A.C. filed with the Commission on February 9, 2000 and
scheduled for consideration at the Commission’s February 29, 2000 agenda conference.
