Amendment to Master

Interconnection Agreement between

IDS Long Distance, Inc. and 

BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc.

Dated January 27, 1999

Pursuant to this Amendment (“Amendment”), IDS Telcom, L.L.C. (“IDS Telcom”) and BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc. (“BellSouth”), hereinafter referred to collectively as the “Parties”, hereby agree to amend that certain Master Interconnection Agreement (the “Agreement”) between BellSouth and IDS Long Distance dated January 27, 1999 as amended by those certain Amendments dated November 2, 1999, January 4, 2000, March 27, 2000, April 13, 2000, October 12, 2000, October 25, 2000 and November 2, 2000. 
NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual provisions contained herein and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, IDS Long Distance and BellSouth hereby covenant and agree as follows:

1.
 End User is defined in Attachment 1 of the Agreement as “the ultimate user of the telecommunications services”.  For the Unbundled Coin port/loop combination service reflected in  this Amendment, the End User is the person that puts the coin into a coin operated phone.

2.
The following paragraphs will be added to Attachment 2 as sections 5.4.7 and 5.4.7.1 respectively:

5.4.7
2-wire voice grade coin port, shared interoffice transport, and 2-wire analog loop.  This Unbundled Coin port/loop combination is to be utilized with a payphone set capable of performing coin phone functions such as call rating, coin return, and timing within the set itself.

5.4.7.1
The Unbundled Coin port/loop combination is currently available in BellSouth’s serving territory in Alabama, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi and South Carolina. BellSouth’s target date for making this combination available in North Carolina and Tennessee is March 31, 2001.

3.
Rates for the Unbundled Coin Port/Loop Combinations are attached hereto as Exhibit 1. 

4.
All other provisions of the Agreement dated January 27, 1999 shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect until the expiration date.

5.
Either or both of the Parties is authorized to submit this Amendment to the appropriate regulatory agencies for approval subject to section 252(e) of the Federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.
