B. The words ''person" or ''persons" mean all natural persons and entities, including 

but not limited to: corporations, companies, partnerships, limited partnerships, joint ventures, 

ti-usts, estates, associations, public agencies, departments, bureaus or boards. 

C. The tenns "document" or Ifdocuineiits" mean the original (or, if the original is not 

available, then a copy) of each copy or draft of all written, printed, typed, recorded or graphic 

matter and all photographic matter, however produced or reproduced, now or fornierly within 

your actual 01- consti-uctive possession, custody or control or of which you or any of your 

personal representatives have knowledge. "Document" or "docunients" shall include, but are not 

limited to, all records, correspondence, tel egranx, computer records, printouts or analyses,

D. The terms "identify" or "identity of '  shall mean: (1) when used with respect to a 

person, to state the person's fLill name, present or last known business and residential addresses, 

and present or last luiown employer and position; (2) when used with respect to a docunient, to 

describe the document by character (e.g., letter, report, memorandum, etc.), author, date, and to 

state its present location and custodian; (3) when used with respect to an oral coniniunication, io 
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identify the persons making and receiving the conmiunication, the approximate date and tinie of 

the comniunication, and a suiiimaiy of its content or substance. 

E. The words "relating to" or "pertaining to" shall mean concerning, respecting, 

refeiring to, summai-izing, digesting, embodying, reflecting, establishing, tending to establish, 

tending not to establish, evidencing, comprising, connected with, commenting on, responding to, 

disagreeing with, showing, describing, analyzing, representing, constituting, or including. 

F. The use of the singular shall be deemed to include the plural and use of the 

masculine shall be deemed to iiiclude the feminine as appropriate, and vice versa. 

G. Please indicate which documents or groups of documents are produced in 

response to each particular request.
