Re: DocketNo. 020071-WS, Application for Water and Wastewater Rate Increase in Marion,
Orange, Pasco, Pinellas and Seminole Counties by Ultilities, Inc. of Florida. (UIF)

This will confirm our telephone conversation on October 1, 2002. A field inspection for the
Orange and Seminole County systems will be conducted the week of October 28, 2002 by Ms. Breda
Platt, engineer, and myself. Ms. Kim Dodson from the Department of Environmental Protection will
join us on Tuesday and Wednesday to inspect the Seminole County water systems.

I have found some inconsistencies with respect to the chemical costs. According to Utilities,
Inc. - Seminole County, Schedule B-5 (Page 46) the total chemical costs for the Seminole County
water systems equals $18,648 (Attachment A). Schedule B-6 (Page 47) shows the total chemical
costs for the Seminole County wastewater systems to be equal to $3,188 (Attachment B). However,
the Utilities, Inc. of Florida 2001 Annual Chemical Costs sheet (Attachment C) indicates the
chemical costs for the Seminole County water and wastewater systems was $12,591.25 and $686.74,
respectively. Please explain and provide revised numbers for the sheets that are incorrect.

If possible please have this information available on October 28, 2002 when I arrive, and
please file an original and five copies of the requested information no later than November 7, 2002
with the Director, Commission Clerk and Administrative Services, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard,
