I am writing to acknowledge receipt of the City of Flagler Beach’s resolution supporting the
conversion of overhead electric distribution facilities to underground facilities and encouraging the
Florida Public Service Commission to implement all reasonable measures to encourage the
conversion of electric distribution facilities to underground facilities. The resolution was filed in
several dockets for the Florida Public Service Commission’s consideration: Docket No. 060172-EU -
Proposed rules governing placement of new electric distribution facilities underground, and
conversion of existing overhead distribution facilities to underground facilities, to address effects of
