Issue I: Should AT&T be allowed to move forward with the next 22-state O3S release?
Recommerdation: Yes. Staff recommends that AT&T be allowed to move forward with
the next 22-state OSS release on the condition that selected Tier 1 and Tier 2 Self-
Effectuating Enforcement Mechanism (SEEM) remedies are donbled for each data month
beginning with implementation of the next 22-state OSS release, for a period of six
months. The performance measurement categories that should be included are GSS (Pre-
ordering), Ordering, Provisioning, and Change Management. After the implementation
of the next 22-state OSS release, siaff will recommend if the Commission sheuld take
any further action of this matter,

Issue 2: Should this docket be closed?

Recommendation: No. If the Commission approves staff’s recommendation in Issue 1
the resulting Order will be issued as a Propesed Agency Action. The Order will become
final upon issuance of a Conswummating Order, if no person whose substantial interests
are affected timely files a protest within 21 days of the isswance of the Order. Staff will
bring a recommendation back ta the Commission addressing the petitioners” request for
the Commission to initiate a show cause proceeding at a later date. This docket should
remain open pending the implementation of the Comunission's decision and for purposes
of fuuture performance measure menitoring,
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
