Florida Power & Light Company (FPL) has requested that its 2010 Forecasted Earnings
Surveillance Report (FESR) be kept confidential. FPL cites the provisional nature of the FESR
pending the Commission’s final determination on either the Motions for Reconsideration or the
proposed Stipulation in its rate case in Docket No. 080677-EL !

FPL requests confidentiality under Subsection 366.093(3)(e), Florida Statutes (F.S.),
which states:

(3) Proprietary confidential business information means information, regardless
of form or characteristics, which is owned or controlled by the person or
company, is intended to be and is treated by the person or company as private in
that the disclosure of the information would cause harm to the ratepayers or the
person's or company's business operations, and has not been disclosed unless
disclosed pursuant to a statutory provision, an order of a court or administrative
body, or private agreement that provides that the information will not be released
to the public. Proprietary confidential business information includes, but is not
limited to:

(a) Trade secrets.
(b) Internal auditing controls and reports of internal auditors.

(c) Security measures, systems, or procedures.

COM (d) Information concerning bids or other contractual data, the disclosure of which

Staff has reviewed FPL’s confidentiality request. In staff’s opinion, the request does
meet the criteria for confidentiality contained in Subsection 366.093(3)(e), F.S. Therefore, staff

recommends that the request for confidentiality of certain information included in Document
Nos. 08713-10 and 08743-10 be approved.

It should be noted that Document Nos. 08713-10 and 08743-10 appear to be identical in
all respects except one. Schedule 5 of Document No. 08743-10 includes the preparer’s signature
whereas Schedule 5 of Document No. 08713-10 is not signed.
