5. Please explain or describe when AUF discovered that the lift station was not on an easement 5 x
nor on property owned or leased by AUF. 2
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6. Please explain or describe what steps has AUF taken to negotiate with the property owner to 3 i(:.',D :
obtain an easement or lease on the lift station site. P @
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7. Please explain or describe whether discussions with a mediator were conducted. If not, please
explain or describe why AUF did not attempt this altemative.
