The record shall be securely bound in consecutively numbered
volumes not to exceed 200 pages each. The cover sheet of each volume
shall contain the name of the lower tribunal and the style and number of
the case.

However, it is not clear to me that the
record is being prepared in accord with the above-referenced provisions of the Rule.

The burden to ensure that the
record is prepared and transmitted in accordance with these rules shall be
on the petitioner or appellant. Any party may enforce the provisions of

this rule by motion. P
