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PROCEEDINGS

CHAIRMAN BRISE: Good morning. Glad to see
everyone back, all put together and stuff after a couple
of days off.

We are going to convene this Special
Commission Conference Agenda and we are going to look at
Docket Number 110138-EI. And, Staff.

MS. DRAPER: Good morning, Commissioners.
Elizabeth Draper with Commission staff.

This recommendation addresses the remaining
five rate issues in the Gulf rate case. On
February 27th, 2012, you ruled upon the revenue issues
in this proceeding and approved an increase in operating
revenues of 64 million for the 2012 projected test year
and a step increase of 4 million for 2013. The approved
increases are shown in Schedule 1 of the recommendation.

Following vour determinations at the revenue
requirements agenda, Gulf filed a compliance
cost-of-gservice study and final rates for 2012 and 2013
which formed the basis of staff's recommendation. This
cogt-of-service study, in conjunction with staff's own
calculations, indicate that the approved increase in
operating revenues will result in an $8.35 impact on the
base rate portion of the thousand kilowatt hour

residential bill effective April 2012. However, with
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the recent decrease in the fuel factor, the overall bill
will increase by 3.86 as a result of this case. Details
on the bill are shown in Schedule 5.

This recommendation contains the five
remaining rate issues for your consideration and
determination. The remaining issues are Issue 109,
which are the customer charges; Issue 110, the demand
charges; Issue 111, energy charges; Issue 112, outdoor
lighting charges, and, Issue 114, addressing the standby
charges. All the charges in rates for 2012 and 2013 are
shown in Schedules 2, 3, and 4 of the recommendatiocn.

This concludes my summary, and staff is
available for any questions you may have.

CHAIRMAN BRISE: Okay. Commissioners, any
questions at this time?

Ckay. So we are going to -- I'm going to ask
a process question. Do we want to deal with all the
igsues individually, or are we prepared to take them as
a block?

COMMISSIONER BALBIS: Mr. Chairman, speaking
for myself, I am comfortable with dealing with these
issues as a block.

CHAIRMAN BRISE: Okay. Seeing the nods, I

I move staff's recommendation on all remaining
issues for this docket.

CHAIRMAN BRISE: Okay. Is there a second?

We have a motion and a
second. Are there any additional comments? Okay.
