Docket No. 130225-EQ - Petition for approval of modification to standard interconnection agreements
contained in tariffs, by Florida Power & Light Company.

Issue 1: Should the Commission approve FPL's request for permanent waiver of the manual disconnect switch
location requirement portion of Rule 25-6.065(6)(a), F.A.C.?

Recommendation: Yes. The Commission should grant FPL’s request for permanent waiver of the manual
disconnect switch location requirement portion of Rule 25-6.065(6)(a), F.A.C., provided that: (1) mounting the
manual disconnect switch adjacent to the meter socket would not be practical for engineering design or safety
reasons; (2) FPL and the customer mutually agree on where the manual disconnect switch should be located; (3)
the location of the manual disconnect switch meets all applicable safety and engineering standards; and (4) the
customer is required to install a permanent, weather-proof plaque adjacent to the FPL meter socket, which
clearly indicates the location of the manual disconnect switch on the customer’s premises.
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Issue 2: Should the Commission approve FPL's other proposed changes to their Standard Interconnection
Agreement?

Recommendation: Yes. Staff recommends that the Commission approve FPL’s Standard Interconnection
Agreement Tariff for Customer-Owned Renewable Generation regarding the manual disconnect switch
requirement, the indemnity and insurance provisions, the definition of “Gross Power Rating,” and remaining
minor corrections.

Issue 3: Should this docket be closed?

Recommendation: Yes. If Issues 1 and 2 are approved, this tariff should become effective upon issuance of a
consummating order. If a protest is filed within 21 days of the issuance of the order, this tariff should remain in
effect, with any revenues held subject to refund, pending resolution of the protest. If no timely protest is filed,
this docket should be closed upon the issuance of a consummating order.
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
