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Issue 1: Should the Commission grant OPC and CLU's Joint Motion to Approve Settlement Agreement? 
Recommendation: Yes. Staff recommends that the Settlement Agreement should be approved. Order No. 
PSC-14-0283-PAA-WS should be modified as set forth in the analysis portion of staffs memorandum dated 
August 21, 2014, and made final. If the Commission approves the Settlement Agreement, staff recommends that 
CLU file revised tariff sheets and a proposed customer notice to reflect the Commission-approved rates within 
fifteen days of the Commission vote. The approved rates should be effective for service rendered on or after the 
stamped approval date on the tariff sheets, pursuant to Rule 25-30.475(1), F.A.C. The approved rates should not 
be implemented until Commission staff has approved the proposed customer notice and the notice has been 
received by the customers. CLU should provide proof of the date the notice was given within ten days of 
Issuance. 
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Issue 2: Should this docket be closed? 
Recommendation: No. The docket should remain open for staffs verification that the revised tariff sheets and 
customer notice have been filed by CLU and approved by staff, and that the interin1 refund has been completed 
and verified by staff. Once these actions are complete, this docket should be closed administratively. 
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
