d/b/a Century Link; Frontier Communications of the South, LLC; GTC, Inc. d/b/a FairPoint Communications; 
Knology of Florida, Inc. d/b/a WOW! Internet, Cable, and Phone; Verizon Florida LLC; and Windstream 
Florida, Inc. are eligible to receive federal high-cost support, and have used the federal high-cost support in the 
preceding calendar year, and will use the federal high-cost support they receive in the coming calendar year 
only for the provision, maintenance, and upgrading of facilities and services for which the support is intended? 
Recommendation: Yes. Staff recommends that the FPSC should certify to the FCC and to the USAC, by 
letter from the Chairman, that Bell South Telecommunications, LLC d/b/a AT&T Florida; Embarq Florida, Inc. 
d/b/a CentmyLink; Frontier Communications of the South, LLC; GTC, Inc. d/b/a FairPoint Communications; 
Knology of Florida, Inc. d/b/a WOW! Internet, Cable, and Phone; Verizon Florida LLC; and Windstream 
Florida, Inc. are eligible to receive federal high-cost support, and have used the federal high-cost support in the 
preceding calendar year, and will use the federal high-cost support they receive in the coming calendar year 
only for the provision, maintenance, and upgrading of facilities and services for which the support is intended.
