Item 9 is Duke Energy's request to revise its lighting
service tariff. And the purpose of the revisions are
to introduce new Light Emitting Diode or LED fixtures
to its current fixture offerings as they are more
energy efficient and have lower install and maintenance
costs.

They also want to limit five types of
existing LED and metal halide offerings because they
are of the previous generation LEDs and are not as
energy efficient as the current LEDs.

Duke Energy also wants to add two types of
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new poles so that the customers would have alternative
options.

And, finally, Duke Energy wants to add a new
tariff provision to allow the customers to make an
initial Contribution in Aid of Construction payment of
50 percent for certain fixtures and poles. This would
help expand payment options available for its
customers.

Staff did not receive any customer comments
on this proposed petition, and staff has reviewed the
documentation and depiction and recommends approval of
the proposed tariff revisions. The revised tariff
should become effective on January 5th, 2016. And
staff is available for any questions.
