approved drawings or exhibits. Any unauthorized deviations from the approved drawings, exhibits, 

specifications, or conditions of this permit constitutes grounds for revocation and enforcement action 

by the Department. [62-620.610(2)} 

3. As provided in subs~ction 403.087(7), F.S., the issuance ol'this permit docs not convey any vested 

rights or any exclusive privileges. Neither docs it authorize any injury to public or private property or 

any invasion of personal rights. nor authorize any infringement of federal, slate, or local laws or 

regulations. This permit is not a waiver of or approval of any other Department permit or 

authorization that may be requir-ed for other aspects of the total project which are not addressed in this 

permit. [62-620.610(3)} 

4. This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute state recognition or acknowledgment 

of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and 
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the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the State. Only the Trustees of the 
Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express State opinion as to title. {62-620.610(/)j 

5. This penni! docs not relieve the permittee from liability ami penalties for harm or injury to lnumm 
health ot' welfare, nnimal or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this 

permitted source; nor does it allow the permillee to cause pollution in contnwcnlion of Florida 
Statutes and Depal'lrm:nt rules, unless specilically authorized by an order from the Department. The 

permittee shall take all reasonable steps to minimize or prevent any discharge, reuse of reclaimed 
water, or residuals use or disposal in violation of this permit which has a reasonable likelihood of 

<ldversely affecting human health or the environment. It shall not be a defense for a permittee in nn 
enforcement action that it would have been necessary to halt or redt1ce the permitted activity in order 
to maintain compliance with the conditions of this permit. {62-620.610(5)] 

6. I r the permittee wishes to continue an activity regulated by this permit afl'er its expiration date. the 
permittee shall apply for and obtain a new permit {62-620.610(6)]

and control, and relnted apptlrtenances, that are installed and used by the permittee to achieve 
compliance with the conditions of this permit. This provision includes the operation of backup or 

auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to maintain or achieve compliance with the 

conditions of the permit. {62-620.610(7)] 

8. This permit may be modified, revoked and reissued, or terminated for cause. The llling of a request 
by the permittee for a permit revision, revocation and reissuance, or termination, or a noti1ication of 
planned changes or anticipated noncompliance does not stay any penn it condition. f62-620.6/0(8)j 

9. The permillee, by accepting this permit, specitically agrees to allow authorized Department 
personnel, including an authorized representative of the Department and authorized EPA personnel, 
when applicable, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law, and 
at reasonable times, depending upon the nature of the concern being investigated, to: 

:1. Enter upon the permittee's premises where a regulated facili ty, system, or activity is located or 
conducted, or where records shall be kept under the conditions of this permit; 

b. Have access to and copy any records that shall be kept under the conditions of this permit; 

c. Inspect the facilities. equipment, practices, or operations regulated or required under this permit;

d. Sample or monitor any substances or parameters at My location necessary to assure compliance 
with this permit or Department rules.

20. The permittee shall report to the Department's South District Office any noncompliance which may 
endanger health or the environment. Any information shall be provided orally within 24 hours from 
the time the permittee becomes aware of the circumstances. A written submission shall also be 
provided within five days of the time the permittee becomes aware of the circumstances.

(f) Location or address of the discharge; 
(g) Source and cause ofthe discharge; 
(h) Whether the discharge was contained on-site, and cleanup actions takc.:n to date; 

(i) Description of area anccled by the discharge, including name of water body affected, if 
any; and 

(j) Other persons or agencies contacted. 
(2) Oral reports. not otherwise required to be proviued pursuant to subparagraph b. I above, shall 

be provided to the Department's South District Office within 24 hours from the time the 
permittee becomes aware oflhc circumstances. 

c. If the oral report has been received within 24 hours, the noncompliance has been corrected. and 

th~ noncompliance did not endanger health or the environment, the Department's South District 

Office shall waive the written repori.

21. The permittee shall report all instances of noncompliance not reported under Permit Conditions

(2) The permitted facility was at the time being properly operated; 

(3) The permittee submitted notice of the upset as required in Permit Condition JX.20. of this 

pennit; and 
(4) The permittee complied with any remedial measures required under Pcm1it Condition fX.5. 

ofthis permit. 

c. In any enforcement proceeding, the burden of proof for establishing the occurrence of an upset 

rests with the permittee.

I. GENERAL CRITERIA 

a. The permittee shall be aware of and operate under the General Conditions of Florida Administrative 

Code, (F.A.C.), Rule 62-528.307( I). (a) through (x), and 62-528.307(3)(a) through (e). These Generul 

Conditions arc binding upon the permittee and enforceable pursuant to Chapter 403 of the Florida 

Statutes. 

b. Any permit noncompliance constitutes a violation of the Safe Drinking Water Act and is grounds lor 

enforcement action; for pem1il termination, revocation and reissuancc, or modification; or for denial of a 

permit renewal application. 

c. It shall not be a defense for a permittee in an enforcement action that it would have been necessary lo hnlt 

or reduce the permitted activity in order to maintain compliance with lhe conditions ofthis permit. 
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d. The permittee shall take nil reasonable steps to minimize or correct any adverse impact on the 
environment resulting fi·om noncompliance with this permit. 

e. Proper operation and maintenance includes effective performance, adequate funding, adequate operator 
stamng and training. and adequate Jnboratory and process controls. i11cluding nppropriate quality 
assurance procedures. 

f. This permit may be modified. revoked and reissued, or terminated for cause. The filingofa request by 
the permittee for a permit modification, revocation or reissunnce, or termination, or a notification of 
planned changes or anticipated noncompliance. does not stay any permit condition. 

g. When requested by the Department, the permittee shall furnish, within the time specilied, any information 
needed to determine Whether cause exists for modifying, revoking and reissuing. or terminating this 
permit. or to determine compliance with this permit. 

h. Signatories and Certification Requirements 

I. All reports and other submittals requin.:d to comply with this permit shall be signed by a person 
authorized under Rules 62-528.340(1) or (2), F.A.C. 

2. In accordance with Rule 62-528.340(4), F.A.C., all reports shall contain the lo llowing certification: 

"I certify under penalty of law that tlus document and all attachments were prepared under my 
direction or supervision in accordance with a system designed to assure that qual ified personnel 
properly gather and evaluate the information submitted. Based upon my inquiry of the person or 
persons who manage the system, or those persons directly responsible for gathering the information, 
the information submitted is, to the best of my knowledge and bclicr, true, accurate and complete. I 
am aware that there are significant penalties for submilling false information, including the possibility 
or line and imprisonment for knowing violations.'' 

1. The permittee shall notify the Department and obtain approval prior to any work within the well, physical 
al terations or additions to the injection or monitor well. including removal of the wellhead.(includes well 
clean out or other well rehabilitation type work) 

j. The permittee shall give advance notice to the Department of any planned changes in the permitted 
facility or injection activity that may result in noncompliance with permit requirements. 

I. The permittee shall report any noncomplinnce that may endanger health or the environment, to 
include: 

2. Any monitoring or other information which indicates thnt nny contaminant may cause an 
endangerment to an unde~ground source of drinking water; or to adjacent sur lace waters, or 

J_ Any noncompliance with a permit condition or malfunction of the injection system that may cause 
fluid migration into or between underground sources of drinking water or adjacent surface waters. 

k. Any information shall be provided orally within 24 hours from the time the permittee becomes aware of 
the circumstances. A written submission shall also be provided within 5 days of the time the permittee 

becomes aware of the circumstances. The written submission shall contain a description of the 
noncompliance and its cause, the period or noncompliance, including exact dntes nnd times, and if the 
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noncompliance has not been corrected, the anticipated time it is expected to continue: and the steps taken 
or planned to reduce, eliminate, and prevent reoccurrence of the noncompliance. 

I. No underground injection is allowed that causes or allows movement of tluid into an underground source 
of drinking water. 

m. The permittee shall retain all records or all monitoring information concerning the nature and composition 
of injected fluid until fi ve years, after completion of any plugging and abandonment procedures specifjed 
under Rule 62-5'28.435, F.A.C. The pcrmillcc shall deliver the records to the Department oflicc that 
issued the permit at the conclusion of the relcntion period unless the permittee elects to continue retention 
of the records. 

2. OI>ERA TlNG REQUJREMENTS 

a. h~ection of any fluids or materials, other than those permitted, into the disposal wells(s) will c~mstitute a 
violation of this permit and shall constitute cause for permit revocation and possible enforcement action 
for water quality violations. 

b. Injection into the well shall not exceed a peak hourly flow rate of882 gallons per minute (1.27 MOD 
Peak Day Flow). Flow to the wellhead shall be measured with a properly calibrated flow metcr(s) or such 
other devices as provided for in this facility's wastewater treatment permit. 

c. In the event the permittee is temporarily unable to comply with any of the conditions of a permit due to 
breakdown of equipment, power outages, destruction by hazard of fi rc, wind, or by other cause, the 
permittee of the facility shall notify the Department. 

d. Notification shall be made in person, by telephone, or by electronic mail within 24 hours of breakdown or 
malfunction to the South District oftice. 

e. A written report of any noncompliance referenced in Specitic Condition 2.c above shall be submitted to 
the South District and Tallahassee offices within five days after its occurrence. The rep011 shall describe 
the nature and cause of the breakdown or malfunction, the steps being taken or planned to be taken to 
correct the problem and prevent its reoccurrence, emergency procedures in use pending correction ·oftbe 
pro~lem, and the time when the facility wi ll again be operating in accordance with permit conditions. 

[ The permittee shall calibrate all pressure gauges, flow meters, chart recorders. and other related 
equipment associated with the injection well system on the same basis ns is required by the facility 
wastewater permit. The permittee shall maintain all monitoring equipment and shall ensure that the 
monitoring equipment is calibrated and in proper operating condition at all times. Laboratory cquipmenl, 
methods, and quality control will follow EPA guidelines as expressed in Standard Methods for the 
Examination of Water and Wastewater. The pressure gauges., flow meters, and chart recorders, as 
applicable to this facility, shall be calibrated using standard engineering methods. Calibration records 
shall be kept by the permittee at the permitted facility and be available for inspection by Department 
personnel upon request. 

g. In the event a well must be plugged or abandoned, the permittee shall obtain a permit from the 
Department as required by Chapter 6:2~528, Florida Administrative Code. Within 180 days of well 
abandonment, the permittee shall submit to the Department and the T AC the proposed plugging method, 
pursuant to Rule 62-528.460, F.A.C. When no longer used for their intended purpose, these wells shall be 
properly plugged and abandoned. 
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3. TESTfNG AND REPORTING REQUIREMENTS 

a. The it*ction system shall be moniton::d in acc'Ordancc with Rule 62-528.615(2), F.A.C. The following 
injection well performance data shall be rec-orded and reponed in a Monthly Operating Report as 
indicated below.

the duration of the discharge, and the volume discharged. Written notir.cation shall be provided within 5

digester. The biosolids are cured on four sludge drying beds. A reclaimed water sump sends reuse water to the 
Key West Golf Club storage ponds, the Monroe County Detention Center, or gravity discharge to the two ten-inch 
underground injection wells. 

This WWTP has been modified to meet the advanced wastewater treatment (A WT) standards of Florida Statute 
403.086 (1 0). The extended aeration process will be switched to the A WT nutrient removal system prior to 
January 0 I, 20 l6. The changes to A WT include the addition of an alkalinity control system, a carbon injection 
system, an alum injection system, along with modifying the mixing and aeration at different phases of the 

treatment process.

rights or any exclusive privileges. Neither does it authorize any injury to public or private property or 

any invasion of personal rights, nor authorize any infringement of federal, state, or local J'aws or 

regulations. This permit is not a waiver of or approval of any other Department penn it or 

authorization that may be required for other aspects of the total project which are not addressed in this 

pennit. [62-620.610(3)} 

4. This penn it conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute state recognition or acknowledgment 

of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and 

the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the State. Only the Trustees of the 

Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express State opinion as to \itle.

5. This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability and penalties for harm or injury to human 

health or welfare, animal or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this 

pennitted source; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in contravention of Florida 

Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by an order from the Department.
