AVAILABILITY:

APPLICABILITY:

The lighting equipment shall remain the property of the City and the City of Leesburg shall provide 
routine maintenance, including lamp replacement based on a customer's request. Maintenance will 
be performed during normal business hours. 

Maintenance service provided to customers in the service area for customer-owned fixtures shall be 
billed to the customer in accordance with the City's policy. 

Maintenance service does not include tree trimming. 

By installing fixtures on the customer's property, customer agrees to provide protection against 
vandalism. If the customer does not comply, the City has the option to remove its prope1iy. 

Relocation of existing lights at the request of the customer shall be paid by the customer based on 
actual cost of the work and billed in accordance with the City's policy. 

The City will endeavor to locate lights according to the Customer's wishes. Customer must take full 
responsibility in providing both an underground and overhead path free of conflicts. 

UNDERGROUND PAID BY CUSTOMER 

Installation of underground wire over 50 feet per fixture shall be billed to the customer in 
accordance with the City's policy based on the City's actual total cost at the date of 
installation. All other underground expense will be borne by the City.
