SECTION 63.71 APPLICATION

ANPI Business, LLC (*“Applicant™), hereby seeks authorization pursuant to Section 214(a) of
the Communication Act of 1934, as amended, and 47 C.F.R. Section 63.71, to discontinue the
provision of all residential long distance services,' including but not limited to 1+, MTS and toll free
services, throughout the United States. The proposed discontinuance will not result in material harm
to the affected customers because they easily can obtain alternative services from other wireline
interexchange carriers or other providers such as interconnected voice over Internet protocol
providers.

Applicant provides the following information pursuant to Section 63.71 of the Commission’s
Rules:

1. Name and Address of Carrier:

ANPI Business, LLI.C

Minneapolis, MN 55441

Since some small businesses may receive residential long distance services, the

discontinuance may also affect certain small businesses customers in addition to residential
customers.




2. Date of Planned Service Discontinuance, Reduction or Impairment:

Applicant plans to discontinue providing residential long distance services as of June 1,
2017, or as soon thereafter as Commission approval can be obtained. Applicant’s largest underlying
provider, Sprint Communications Company L.P. (*“Sprint™), has notified Applicant that the services
that Applicant uses to provide long distance services to Applicant’s customers will not be available
beyond June 2017.% Therefore, it is critical that this Application be approved to allow Applicant to
discontinue residential long distance services as of June 1, 2017.

3. Points of Geographic Areas of Service Affected:

Applicant is discontinuing residential long distance services throughout the United States.
Specifically, the proposed discontinuance will affect approximately 2,266 customers located in the
District of Columbia and every state except Alaska, Hawaii, North Dakota and South Dakota.

4. Brief Description of Types of Service Affected:

Applicant intends to discontinue all residential long distance services, including but not
limited to 1+, MTS and Toll Free services. Since some small businesses may receive the affected
residential long distance product, the discontinuance may also affect certain small businesses
customers. Applicant will continue to provide services to other non-residential customers. Applicant
1s separate filing a notification with respect to its discontinuance of international long distance
services to residential (and certain small business) customers.

5. Brief Description of Dates and Methods of Notice to All Affected Customers:

Applicant provided written customer notice of the planned discontinuance in accordance with
the requirements of Section 63.71(a) of the Commission’s Rules. The notice was sent to all affected

customers via first class mail on March 17, 2017. A copy of the notice is appended hereto as

Applicant uses Sprint’s services to serve about half of the affected customers.



Exhibit A. A copy of this Application has also been sent to the relevant state regulatory agencies,
governors’ offices and the Department of Defense, as required under Section 63.71, concurrent with
this filing, as set forth in the attached Certificate of Service. Customers in certain states may be
provided additional notice(s) of the discontinuance in compliance with state law.

6. Non-Dominance of the Carrier With Respect to the Service to be Discontinued:

Applicant 1s non-dominant with respect to the services to be discontinued.
WHEREFORE, Applicant believes that the proposed discontinuance is reasonable and
necessary. Applicant will take all reasonable steps, to the extent it is able, to assure that the
discontinuance of service is not unduly disruptive to the present or future public convenience and
necessity. Pursuant to Section 214 of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 U. S. C.
Section 214, and Section 63.71 of the Commission’s Rules, Applicant understands that this
application will be automatically granted on the 31% day after the Public Notice is released, with no
Commission notification to the Applicant, unless the Commission has notified the company that the
grant will not be automatically effective.

You may file
your comments electronically through the FCC's Electronic Comment Filing Systemn using the
docket number established in the Commission's public notice for this proceeding, or you may
address them to the Federal Communications Commission, Wireline Competition Bureau,
Competition Policy Division, Washington, DC 20554, and include in your comments a
reference to the §63.71 Application of ANP/ Business LLC. Comments should include specific
information about the impact of this proposed discontinuance upon you, including any inability
to acquire reasonable substitute service.”
