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Issue 1: Should the Office of Public Counsel's Request for Oral Argument on its Motion for Reconsideration 
of Order No. PSC-17-0147-PCO-WS before the Full Commission be granted? 
Recommendation: The pleadings are clear on their face; however, it is within the Commission's discretion to 
grant oral argument if the Commiss ion find s that it would assist the Commission in its disposition of the · 
motion. If oral argument is granted, staff recommends 5 minutes per side. 
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Issue 2: Should the Office of Public Counsel's Motion for Reconsideration of Order No. PSC-17-0147-PCO­
WS before the Full Commission be granted? 
Recommendation: No, the Office of Public Counsel's Motion for Reconsideration of Order No. PSC-1 7-0147-
PCO-WS before the Full Commission should be denied because it does not meet the standard for 
reconsideration.
