Many factors affect the rate adjustment or cost of providing water and wastewater services. 
These factors can include: the size and age of the utility system; the number of customers; and 
the geographic spread of the service area. In addition, Lakeside is undertaking projects in an 
effort to upgrade its water and wastewater facilities. 

Rates are increased relative to a utility's revenue requirement and are designed in order to allow a 
utility the opportunity to recover its reasonable and prudent costs for providing service and a 
reasonable rate of return on its investment in facilities necessary to provide such wastewater 
service.
