Dear Ms. Stauffer:

The following is South Sumter Utility Company, LLC’s (“SSU”) responses to staff’s 1%
Data Request dated November 22, 2017:

1. Rates and Rate Structure
a. Please explain in detail why the Utility is proposing to recover 60 percent of its
revenues for water and 65 percent for wastewater through its base facility charge.
Response:  The requested rates generate 59% of the revenue requirement for
water and 63% for sewer. As shown on Schedule 7 (Support) pages 2 and 3 of 3:

. The cost of purchased water / sewer is allocated 100% to the gallonage
charge

. Operating costs are provided under contract services, and therefore
predominately fixed costs, and allocated 75% to BFC

. Depreciation, amortization, and NOI are associated with fixed assets, and
are therefore predominately fixed costs, and allocated 75% to BFC

. The allocation results in rates that are more similar to Central Sumter

Utilities (CSU)
It is expected that most residents will be year around residents with little
seasonality.
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b. Please explain the methodology used to determine the Utility’s proposed 8,000
gallon cap.
Response:  The cap is consistent with the CSU rates, and Commission policy.

2. Miscellaneous Service Charges

a. The Utility requested a deposit for temporary meter charge; please explain in
detail when and under what circumstances this charge would be levied.
Response: The deposit for a temporary meter is only relevant to commercial uses.
Under various circumstances, a commercial entity will request installation of a
temporary meter for situations such as construction activities, a site trailer,
temporary usage, etc. The deposit is collected to cover the cost of the meter to
ensure that the meter is returned to the utility in good working order. The deposit
will be returned in full to the commercial entity when the meter is returned as
long as there is no needed repair. If there is damage to the meter or if the meter
cannot be repaired, the deposit, or portion thereof, is retained by the utility to
address such cost.

b. Please provide the cost justification for the Utility’s requested late payment
charge of $5?
Response: See Attachment 2b — Late Payment Fee Schedule

3. Service Availability Charges

a. Schedule 5 displays the Utility’s cost justification for service and meter installation
charges. Line No. 1 displays the Utility’s request to recover the cost of meter and
fitting, including installation of $258. However, line No. 5, displays the Utility’s
request to recover additional costs of labor to install (contractor flat fee) of $95. If
the dollar amount shown on Line No. 1 already includes the costs of installation,
please explain why the Utility is requesting to recover additional installation costs
in Line No. 5.
Response:  This is a typographical error; Line 1 should be corrected to delete
"including installation” (installation is covered in Line5):

Linel: Cost of Meter and Fittings  $285.00

b. Please indicate whether the Utility’s meter installation charge includes the
installation of a backflow preventer. If so, this amount is included within the
Utility’s cost justification for its meter installation charge.

Response: The Utility’s meter installation cost does include installation of a
backflow preventer.

4. Transfer of the Water Treatment Plant (WTP). According to the application, upon
completion of construction of the water treatment plant, it will be transferred to the City of
Wildwood for ownership, operation, and maintenance. The following items relate to this
transfer.
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5.

a. Please explain the Utility’s decision to transfer the WTP to the City of Wildwood
as opposed to South Sumter operating the WTP.
Response: While the SSU would have preferred to own and operate the WTP, the
territory to be served is within the City of Wildwood, which has the first right to
provide such service. In order to assure that the residents in this new phase of The
Villages received the same level of service as other residents of The Villages, SSU
determined that it would build the WTP to the same standard as the other WTPs
serving the Villages, and convey it to the City of Wildwood in lieu of paying the
City of Wildwood’s capacity and connection fees and having The Villages’
customers provided with a lower level of service. In addition, the agreement to
transfer the WTP to the City was part of the negotiated agreement with the City of
Wildwood.

b. Please describe any cost savings associated with the decision to transfer the WTP
the City of Wildwood.
Response: No formal cost saving analysis was done since the goal of SSU was to
assure that the residents in this new phase of The Villages received the same level
of service as other residents of The Villages. The decision was necessary to secure
the Franchise Agreement and Wholesale Potable Water & Wastewater Agreement
with the City of Wildwood.

c. Please provide a copy of the City of Wildwood Ordinance No. 02017.

d. Please provide a copy of the bulk purchase water agreement from September 2017
between South Sumter and the City of Wildwood, as mentioned in section 1, page
1, of the application.

Please provide a copy of
the agreement between South Sumter and the City of Leesburg from July 2017, as
mentioned in section 1, page 1, of the application.

Organization costs. Please provide support documentation for the $42,655 of
Organization recorded in plant for both water and wastewater, as shown in Schedules 1A
and 1B.

Response:  See Attachment 6.

Management services expense. The calculation provided for management services
expense on pages 5 and 6 of the application is $9.55 per residential, per month, water and
wastewater combined. This results in $375,888 for the water system and $375,888 for the
wastewater system. The following items relate to this expense.
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a. Please explain the Utility’s reason for using $9.55.

Response: The management services expense amount of $9.55 is based on average
monthly costs of $97,696.95 from an existing utility, Central Sumter Utility. An
average rate per residential customer of $7.96 (average monthly costs /12,280
customers) was adjusted for escalation at 10% ($.80) and contingency at 10% ($.80)
resulting in the submitted rate of $9.55.

Please explain the services that will be provided by the contractual management
services costs.

Response: Contract management services provided by The Villages Accounting
include bookkeeping, accounts payable, financial statement preparation and
review, PSC reporting, as well as overseeing the Village Center Community
Development District (VCCDD) provision of services for billing, collection and
remittance services.

The VCCDD Utility Customer Service department currently provides billing,
collection and remittance services for all utilities operating within The Villages. In
order to maintain consistency for the residents of The Villages, VCCDD will also
provide these services for SSU. In addition to these services, SSU is responsible for
costs associated with computer hardware and software required by VCCDD to
operate its current accounting activities related to utilities.

Please provide a more detailed calculation of $375,888 for management services
for water and wastewater (i.e. number of customers used).

Response: ($9.55 * 6560 Residential connections at 80%) * 12 months / 2 (1/2 to
water, 1/2 to sewer).

For any personnel costs included in the management services, please provide a
detailed job description for each person.
Response: See Attachment 7d.

8. Distribution contractor. According to the application, Schedule 3A, the Utility recorded

a pro-forma expense for a distribution contractor for the water system. The following items
relate to this expense.

a. Please provide job description for the distribution contractor.

Response: See attachment 8a - Water System Scope of Services.

Please provide all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support
documentation for the $495,860 for the distribution contractor.

Response: The pro-forma expense for the Distribution Contractor was developed
from a cost estimate provided by CH2M that showed anticipated O&M costs by
year through build-out of the utility system. CH2M is the current operations and
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maintenance contractor for all of the existing utility systems serving The Villages,
and the cost estimate was based on significant historical information. A copy of the
estimate is attached. As provided by CH2M, the following are the lump sum
amounts for each major O&M category for water distribution based on a percentage
allocation for the totals at 80% build-out:

Water Distribution = $495,860

Labor, Benefits, and Subcontractor Costs ~ $314,543

Operating Supplies (including Equipment Rental), Repair Parts, Chemicals, etc.
$95,609

Overhead, Insurance, and Regional Support $85,708

9. Collection contractor. According to the application, Schedule 3B, the Utility recorded a

pro-forma expense for a collection contractor for the wastewater system. The following
items relate to this expense.

a. Please provide job description for the collection contractor.

Response: See Attachment 9a — Wastewater System Scope of Services

Please provide all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support
documentation for the $517,703 for the collection contractor.

Response: The pro-forma expense for the Collection Contractor was developed
from a cost estimate provided by CH2M that showed anticipated O&M costs by
year through build-out of the utility system. CH2M is the current operations and
maintenance contractor for all of the existing utility systems serving The Villages,
and the cost estimate was based on significant historical information. A copy of the
estimate is attached. As provided by CH2M, the following are the lump sum
amounts for each major O&M category for wastewater collection based on a
percentage allocation for the totals at 80% build-out:

Collection System $517,703

Electricity ~ $53,127

Labor, Benefits, and Subcontractor Cost $300,821

Operating Supplies (including Equipment Rental), Repair Parts, Chemicals, etc.
$74,687

Overhead, Insurance, and Regional Support $89,068

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ORDINANCE NO. 02017-23

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF WILDWOOD,
FLORIDA; PROVIDING A SHORT TITLE; PROVIDING
FINDINGS AND INTENT; GRANTING CERTAIN NON-
EXCLUSIVE FRANCHISES TO SOUTH SUMTER
UTILITY COMPANY, LLC, SOUTHEAST WILDWOOD
WATER CONSERVATION AUTHORITY, LLC, SOUTH
SUMTER ELECTRIC COMPANY, LLC, AND SOUTH
SUMTER GAS COMPANY, LLC, THEIR SUCCESSORS
AND ASSIGNS (EACH A FRANCHISEE, AND
SOMETIMES COLLECTIVELY REFERRED TO HEREIN
AS THE “FRANCHISEES"); A FRANCHISE FOR A
PERIOD OF 30 YEARS TO CONSTRUCT, OWN,
OPERATE AND MAINTAIN CERTAIN SERVICES AND
FACILITIES TO SERVE AREAS WITHIN AND ADJACENT
TO THE VILLAGES AGED RESTRICTED
DEVELOPMENT; SETTING FORTH THE TERMS AND
CONDITIONS UNDER WHICH SUCH FRANCHISES
SHALL OPERATE; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT AND
SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE ITENACTED AND ORDAINED by the City
Commission of the City of Wildwood, Florida, as follows:

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. This Ordinance shall be known and may be
cited as the “Villages ARD Franchisees Ordinance.”

SECTION 2. FINDINGS AND INTENT. The City Commission makes
the following findings andintent:

@) The City of Wildwood, Florida (hereafter "City") exercises control
over all publicly dedicated rights-of-way, streets, alleys, bridges, easements and
other public places located within the limits of the City.

(2) Affiliates of the Franchisees are the Owners.of that certain real
property located in the City of Wildwood being more particularly described on
Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein (the "Property").

(3) Affiliates of Franchisees will develop the Property in accordance
with its zoning and land use approvals for a large-scale active adult community
(the "Villages ARD Planned Development").

(4) The Property is currently located within the City's exclusive water,
wastewater, and reclaimed water service area.

(5) The City's reclaimed water service is not currently available to the
Property.

(6) The City Commission has considered a request submitted by the

Ordinance
Franchise Agreement with South Sumter Utility Company, LLC
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proposed Franchisees, which are South Sumter Utility Company, LLC, Southeast
Wildwood Water Conservation Authority, LLC, South Sumter Electric Company,
LLC, and South Sumter Gas Company, LLC, to provide potable water and
wastewater services, irrigation service with irrigation water, as well as electric
and natural gas services to serve the Property.

(7) The aforesaid rights-of-way to be used by the Franchisees are
valuable public properties to be dedicated to City by Owners and maintained by
the City at great expense to the City's taxpayers, and the right to use said rights-
of-way is a valuable property right to the Franchisees.

(8) The City desires to ensure that the aforesaid rights-of-way used by
the Franchisees are promptly restored to a safe and secure condition to protect
the health, safety and welfare of the citizens and residents of the City.

9) State statutes, City ordinances, and the City Charter authorize
the City to grant non-exclusive franchises for the purposes set forth herein.

(10)  After due deliberation and full considerationthe City Commission
has determined to grant a franchise to each of the Franchisees to provide such
services, subject to the terms and conditions setforth below.

SECTION 3. DEFINITIONS. For the purposes of this Ordinance, the
following terms shall have the meaning given herein:

(@) The term "City" shall mean the City of Wildwood, Florida.

(b) The term "Customers" shall mean and include any and all
organizations, firms, entities or persons who may desire or require Franchisees’
services for landlocated within the Franchise Territory.

(c) The term "Franchisees" shall mean South Sumter Ultility
Company, LLC, Southeast Wildwood Water Conservation Authority, LLC, South
Sumter Electric Company, LLC and/or South Sumter Gas Company, LLC, each
a Florida limited liability company, or any entity who is assigned the franchise
rights of any Franchisee, in accordance with this Ordinance.

(d) The term "Franchise" or "Franchise Agreement" shall mean this
Villages ARD Franchisees Ordinance and agreement, as passed and adopted
by the City and accepted by each Franchisee.

(e) The term "Franchise Territory" shall mean the following: (i) the
area of the City more particularly described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto and
incorporated herein, which area includes the Property and certain public right-
of-way located adjacent to the Property; (ii) any and all streets, alleys, public
ways or easements, and public property or places that may now or hereafter exist
within the area of the City; and (iii) any other property that may be approved by
the City from time to time for development as part of the Villages ARD Planned
Development, provided such additional property must be added as an
amendment to this franchise by ordinance, less and except that portion of the
City lying within the Brownwood community.

® The term "Operating Revenues" for each Franchisee shall mean all
user fees collected by Franchisees from the sale of such services provided by
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that Franchisee to Customers within and throughout the Franchise Territory.
Operating Revenues shall not include Customer deposits, meter fees, fees or
improvements received as contributions-in-aid-of-construction, or other non-
user fees or charges derived from the operation of the services of such
Franchisee.

(9) The term “Systems” shall have the meaning as herein defined in
Section 5.

SECTION 4. AUTHORITY. This Ordinance is being adopted pursuant to
the City's Charter, relevant special acts, and Chapter 166, Florida Statutes (2016).

SECTION 5. GRANT OF AUTHORITY. There is hereby granted by the
City to each Franchisee the non-exclusive right, privilege, and franchise to erect,
construct, operate and maintain the Systems and related facilities, including but
not be limited to pump stations, wells, mains, pipes, supply pipes, conduits, ducts,
service connections, manholes, control devices, and any other hardware or other
appurtenances used as a means of producing, treating, conveying, distributing
or selling certain services authorized by this Ordinance in Section 7 to any
person or entity to be supplied by each Franchisee within the Franchise
Territory and to sell and distribute such services to Customers within and
throughout the Franchise Territory (hereinafter collectively referred to as
“Systems”). The foregoing rights granted to each Franchisee shall be non-
exclusive, but the City agrees, as part of the consideration for the granting of the
purchase option set forth in this Franchise, to refrain from granting a similar
franchise within the Franchise Territory to any other private, non-governmental
entity or person at any time during the period of this Franchise, except for pre-
existing franchises. The Franchisees each acknowledge that the City currently
has Franchise Agreements with TECO (Ordinance No. 02009-13) dated August
9, 2009, Duke Energy (Ordinance No. 289) dated May 13, 1996, and SECO
dated May 23, 2011. To the extent that any or all of these Franchise Agreement
conflict with or supersede any Franchisee's rights under this Franchise
Agreement, no Franchisee shall interfere with or challenge the prior rights of
TECO, Duke Energy, and/or SECO.

SECTION 6. NATURE OF FRANCHISE; POWERS RETAINED BY
CITY. Once this Villages ARD Franchisees Ordinance becomes final, it shall be
deemed both a contract with each Franchisee and a legislative act as provided
under Florida law. Each Franchise is subject to all franchises and permits
heretofore granted by the City Commission to use the streets, alleys, lanes and
public places of the City by public utility or public service corporations. It is not
intended by the grant of this Franchise to abridge the exercise of the police power
of the City. The grant of these Franchises is subject to all ordinances and
resolutions of the City Commission as the same now exist or may be hereafter
amended, revised or modified to the extent not inconsistent with the terms of this
Franchise. Each Franchisee shall at all times continue to be subject to all
applicable public service taxes (Section 166.231, Florida Statutes), ad valorem

taxes (Section166.211, Florida Statutes), and such other applicable taxes, charges

or fees as may be lawfully authorized by the Florida Constitution, the general or
special laws of the State of Florida, the provisions of the Municipal Home Rule
Powers Act (Chapter 166, Florida Statutes), or the ordinances of the City, subject
to the provisions of this Section 5 and to the extent that such ordinances are not
preempted, as a matter of law, by federal or state law. EachFranchisee shall, at all
times, during the life of these Franchises, be subject to all lawful exercises of
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which equals the estimated initial cost of constriction plus depreciable value at
the end of the franchisee term divided by two; divided by the total number of ERC
to be served by said capital facilities; times the City’s current millage rate; divided
by 12 months. The initial Pilot is $0.85 per ERC per month. The Pilot may be

reviewed and adjusted in five (8) year increments during the term of this
franchise.
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(b) Franchise Granted to Southeast Wildwood Water
Conservation Authority, LLC. For Wastewater disposal, the Franchisee will
utilize treated effluent to the greatest degree possible as Irrigation Water, along
with supplemental water sources as provided for herein. The responsibility for
operating and maintaining the Irrigation System for disposal of wastewater
effluent shall be the responsibility of Southeast Wildwood Water Conservation
Authority, LLC (SWCA), which is granted the franchise, pursuant to the terms of
this Ordinance. Initial rates shall be the same as previously granted to Fenney
Water Conservation Authority.

Irrigation System shall mean all improvements, facilities and
systems used or useful to serve the Franchise Territory with Irrigation Water. The
source of such lrrigation Water may be derived from stormwater, irrigation wells
permitted by the applicable water management district, other non-potable sources
of water, or any combination thereof.

(c) Franchise Granted to South Sumter Electric Company, LLC.
For electric power distribution and related facilities, South Sumter Electric
Company, LLC is granted the franchise pursuant to the provisions of this
Ordinance. The Franchisee shall be responsible for constructing, operating and
maintaining the facilities in accordance with Section 5. The initial rates will not
exceed rates charged by companies providing the same service within the City.
The Franchisee shall pay to the City a franchise fee as provided in this
Ordinance.

(d) Franchise Granted to South Sumter Gas Company, LLC. For
natural gas distribution and related facilities, South Sumter Gas Company, LLC is
granted the franchise pursuant to the provisions of this Ordinance. The
Franchisee shall be responsible for constructing, operating and maintaining the
facilities in accordance with Section 5. The initial rates will not exceed rates
charged by companies providing the same service within the City. The
Franchisee shall pay to the City a franchise fee as provided in this Ordinance.

SECTION 8. INDEMNIFICATION; INSURANCE.

() Each Franchisee or its subcontractors shall indemnify and hold
harmless the City, its agents, elected or appointed officials, officers and
employees from any and all liability, claims, demands, damages, expenses, fees,
penalties, suits, proceedings, actions and cost of actions (including attorneys' fees
and costs at trial and on appeal), of any kind or nature, arising or growing out of, or
any way connected with the exercise by Franchisees of its rights contained herein.
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3) Each Franchisee shall at all times continue to be subject to and
shall pay to the City all legally authorized and applicable public service taxes, ad
valorem taxes (intangible, personal, real), occupational taxes, and any and all
other valid tax, levied or imposed by the City. Such charges and fees shall
include but not be limited to licensing, permit fees, development review and
inspection fees and all other such fees including fees, charges, taxes and/or

assessments validly adopted and/or imposed during the term of this Franchise
Agreement.

4 The franchise fee payments, together with any interest that may
apply, shall be made by wire transfer or other electronic means.

SECTION 11. RECORDS AND REPORTS. The City or its designated
representative shall have the right during the term of each Franchise to examine,
at all reasonable business hours, all of each Franchisee's plans, contracts,
engineering, accounting, finance, statistical, customer and service records
relating to performance under this Ordinance; provided, however, that the City
expressly acknowledges and agrees that each Franchisee may redact proprietary
information and any private customer information from such documents and
records prior to making the same available to the City for examination hereunder.

‘The City agrees to keep any information it obtains confidential to the maximum

extent possible under Florida's public records law. As well, each Franchisee
shall provide directly to the City an annual summary report showing gross
revenues received by each Franchisee from its operations within the City during the
preceding fiscal year and such other information as the City shall request with
respect to properties, quality control, and expenses related to each Franchisee
service within the City. The City may audit the financial records of each
Franchisee for the purpose of determining that proper collection or payment of
franchise fees is being made by each Franchisee in accordance with this
Ordinance at the City's initial expense. Each Franchisee shall cooperate with
and make available those records necessary for City to perform the audit. If the
audit demonstrates that payment or collection of franchise fees is more than 5%
less than the semi-annual amount that should have been paid or collected, each
Franchisee shall, in addition to paying the fees that should have been paid or
collected, pay the cost of the audit.

SECTION 12. RATES.

M Each Franchisee may charge to Customers such service rates
and fees not in excess of those rates and fees set forth herein or as approved by
the Florida Public Service Commission, or if not governed by the Florida Public
Service Commission, then as approved by the City (hereinafter the “Approved
Rates and Fee Schedule”).

2 From time to time, each Franchisee shall have the ability to apply
to the City for changes to the Approved Rates and Fees Schedule. Requests for
increases to the Approved Rates and Fees Schedule that do not exceed the
rate of inflation determined by the Consumer Price index (CPl) for Utilities
published by the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics appropriately adjusted for the
calendar year (January 1st to December 31st) preceding the calendar year in
which the request is made shall not require an approval hearing of the City
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by or on behalf of the Franchisee and contain the Franchisee's address.

SECTION 17. SEVERABILITY. Notwithstanding the fact that each
Franchise is a separate contract with each Franchisee, should any section
or provision ofthis Franchise or any portion thereof, the deletion of which would not
adversely affect (in the general sense) the receipt of any material benefits or,
substantially increase the burden of any party hereunder, be declared by a judicial
or administrative tribunal of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision
shall not affect the validity of the remainder, as a whole or any part thereof, other
than the part declared to be invalid. In the event of any such partial invalidity, the
City and Franchisee shall meet and negotiate in good faith to obtain a
replacement provision that is in compliance with the judicial or administrative
authority's decisions and consistent with the original intent of the parties as
contained herein. If such decision is fundamental to or alters the essence of this
Franchise, then the parties agree to negotiate a new franchise agreement.

SECTION 18. GOVERNING LAW AND VENUE. The rights and
privileges granted to Franchisees by this Franchise shall at all times be
subordinate and inferior to the rights of the public in and to the ordinary use of
the Public Rights-of-Way and nothing in this Franchise shall be considered as a
surrender by the City of its right and power to use and relocate the use of its
rights-of-way In the event that any legal proceeding is brought to enforce the
terms of this Franchise, the same shall be broughtin Sumter County, Florida.

SECTION 19. NOTICES. Except in exigent circumstances, and except
as otherwise specifically provided in this Franchise, all notices by either City or
Franchisee to the other shall be made by either depositing such notice in the
United States Mail, Certified Mail return receipt requested or by facsimile.

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WHOLESALE POTABLE WATER & WASTEWATER AGREEMENT

THIS WHOLESALE POTABLE WATER & WASTEWATER AGREEMENT
(“Agreement”) is made and entered into effective the _'L':L_ day of S ruBere, 2017
(the “Effective Date”), by and between the CITY OF WILDWOOD, FLORIDA, a
municipal corporation formed under the laws of the State of Florida (the “City”) and
SOUTH SUMTER UTILITY COMPANY, LLC, a Florida limited liability company (the
“Utility™).

RECITALS

1. The City owns, manages, controls, and operates a central potable water system
and central wastewater system within a declared service area.

2. The City’s central potable water system currently has excess available potable
water capacity to serve others.

3. The City’s central wastewater system currently has excess available wastewater
capacity to serve others.

4. The Utility applied for and the City agreed to the grant of a franchise for the Utility
to be permitted to provide for a term of years retail potable water and wastewater
treatment service within the large-scale active adult community, hereinafter referred to
as the “Villages ARD Planned Development,” within the lands described in the franchise
(the “Utility's Water and Wastewater Franchise Agreement”).

5. At this time, the parties wish to set forth their agreements regarding the
wholesale purchase of potable water and wastewater service by the Utility of a portion
of the City's existing and available excess potable water capacity and excess
wastewater capacity; and the permitting and construction of additional potable water
and wastewater treatment facilities designed to meet the needs of the Villages ARD
Planned Development as the development grows over time.

ACCORDINGLY, in consideration of the above stated Recitals, the mutual
covenants herein contained, and other good and valuable consideration the receipt and
sufficiency of which are acknowledged by the parties, the parties agree as follows:

SECTION 1. RECITALS. The above Recitals are true and correct, and form a
material part of this Agreement.

SECTION 2. BASIS FOR WHOLESALE WATER AGREEMENT. In
consideration of the Utility’'s commitment to construct and convey title to the City without
charge, future potable wells and potable water treatment facilities, the City agrees to sell
bulk potable water to the Utility, in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in

this Agreement.




SECTION 3. MODIFICATIONS TO CITY’S WATER USE PERMITS. The Utility,
at its sole cost and expense, shall modify the City's existing water use permits issued
pursuant to Chapter 373, Florida Statutes, to more closely align with the anticipated use
by the residences and businesses expected to be developed in the Villages ARD
Planned Development. The City acknowledges that 3.2 mgd of its existing allocation
can be moved, through the water use permit modification process, from the existing
withdrawal locations to a location applicable to the construction of a potable water
treatment plant and/or irrigation wells that will serve the Utility and the development’s
irrigation demands as provided for in and subject to Section 6.1 hereof. When the
demands from the Utility exceed the existing water use permit allocation, the Utility, at
its sole cost and expense, shall modify the City's existing water use permit to secure
such additional allocation. For any water use permit modification pursued as a result of
demand associated with the Utility, the Utility’s Engineers will work closely with the City
Engineer to achieve a mutually satisfactory result. The City shall have the right to
review and approve within a reasonable time any submissions to modify the existing
water use permits to be submitted to the applicable water management district.

SECTION 4. UTILIZATION OF THE CITY’S EXISTING EXCESS POTABLE
WATER CAPACITY. The Utility and the City shall jointly agree on the location of the
various Points of Connection and Master Meters whereby the Utility can purchase the
existing excess potable bulk water from the City at the prices established pursuant to
Section 8 below. In order to facilitate meeting pressure requirements set forth herein,
there shall be no back flow prevention devices at the Points of Connection. To
determine the proper sizing of lines, chlorine residuals and water pressure at the
various Points of Connection, the parties agree to share the water modeling formulas
with each other. The City shall own and be responsible for the potable water system
upstream from and including the Points of Connection, and the Utility shall construct,
own and maintain the potable water distribution system downstream from the Points of
Connection. In consideration of the Utility agreeing to construct the distribution system
and Points of Connection at its sole expense, the City shall not charge the distribution
component of the System Development Charges for potable water. The Water
Pressure, Chlorine Residuals, and Capacity requirements are as set forth in Exhibit “A-
1!!’ .

SECTION 5. UTILIZATION OF THE CITY’S EXISTING EXCESS
WASTEWATER CAPACITY. The Utility and the City shall jointly agree on the location
of various Points of Connection and Master Meters whereby the Utility can purchase the
existing excess wastewater capacity from the City at the rate of $3.49/1,000 gallons
until such time as the Utility constructs and operates its own central wastewater system.
The City shall reserve to the Utility, 500 gpm in the City’s 14” diameter force main which
currently serves the Coleman Federal Prison. Subject to review and approval of the City
(which shall not be unreasonably delayed or withheld), the Utility shall design and
construct a Lift Station to meet Utility's sewage flow requirements. The City shall
maintain the Master Lift Station to be designed and constructed by Utility and located
within VOSO Phase 1 as long as the Lift Station is accepting flows from the Coleman
Federal Prison. The Master Lift Station shall likewise be subject to review and approval




of the City, which shall not be unreasonably delayed or withheld. The Utility will install
SCADA equipment to meet City’s specifications while the Lift Station is maintained by
the City. The Utility shall have the right to purchase and utilize this excess wastewater
capacity for a period of five (5) years. In consideration of the limited time period during
which this wastewater service capacity will be provided by the City to the Utility, the
Utility will be exempt from paying any System Development Charges for the wastewater
service. The City and Utility agree that the quantity of wastewater treated, and the
charge therefor, shall be based upon 71% of the master metered quantity of potable
water which is consistent with historical data from The Villages during the development
period. The Utility agrees to comply with the City's sewer user/industrial pretreatment
ordinance (hereafter “City IPT Requirements”). Specifically, the Utility and the City shall
undertake whatever procedures are necessary in the inspection, policing, and regulation
of all wastewater introduced into their facilities to ensure that the quality of raw
wastewater transmitted by the Utility to the City, shall not exceed the criteria specified in
the City's IPT Requirements. In the event that the Utility shall transmit to the City’s
wastewater facilities, wastewater which exceeds the City’s IPT Requirements, then the
City may assess and collect a surcharge from the Utility as set forth in the City Code of
Ordinances.

SECTION 6. FUTURE POTABLE WATER SUPPLY AND WASTEWATER
TREATMENT SERVICES.

6.1. Bulk Potable Water. As the Villages ARD Planned Development develops,
the parties acknowledge that there will be a need to develop additional potable water
sources, wells and treatment facilities utilizing some of the City’s permitted allocation. In
order to effectively time the construction of future potable water wells and treatment
facilities, the City agrees to notify the Utility semi-annually of its remaining uncommitted
available potable water capacity in excess of the existing 3.2 mgd of uncommitted
capacity that is currently available for the Utility. The Utility's Engineer’s will determine
the size and location within the Villages ARD Planned Development for such additional
facilities. The new potable water facilities will be sized to solely meet the needs of the
Villages ARD Planned Development and shall only serve the Villages ARD Planned
Development. The Utility, at its sole cost, shall construct the potable water facility. The
design standards and material specifications of the potable water facilities will be
substantially the same as the water treatment facilities constructed by Central Sumter
Utility Company, LLC, and upon inspection by the City’s Engineer, the Utility shall cause
the potable water facility to be conveyed to the City at no cost and free and clear of all
liens and encumbrances. It is not the intention of the parties that the City’s existing
excess water use rights shall be solely committed to the Villages ARD Planned
Development, and the Utility agrees to cooperate with the City in locating and obtaining
water use permits for the City such that City’s existing excess water use rights are not
diminished by the buildout of the Villages ARD Planned Development, except in the
quantities provided for herein.

6.2. Potable Water Master Meters. Master Meter(s) shall be Neptune Turbine
Protectus 3 AMR and shall be installed by Utility at the boundary of the property and




conveyed to the City via easement at locations determined by the Utility and the City.
The City shall own and maintain all of the potable water facilities located on the property
conveyed to the City. Such meters shall meet the standards of the American Water
Works Association (AWWA) for quality and accuracy and shall be accurate to within (+/-
) 2%. The size of all meters shall be initially determined by Utility subject to review and
approval by the City within a reasonable time, and shall be consistent with prudent
water industry practices. The Utility shall construct, own and maintain all of the potable
water distribution systems downstream of the property conveyed to the City. The price
for wholesale potable water purchased by the Utility from the City shall be as set forth in
Section 8 below. In consideration of the Utility constructing and conveying the potable
water facilities to the City, the City will waive all impact and connection fees from all of
the potable water facilities constructed by the Utility and conveyed to the City. The
Water Pressure and Chlorine residual requirements will be as set forth in Exhibit “A-2".

6.3. Wastewater Treatment Services. If the Utility determines it needs one or
more wastewater treatment facilities, the Utility may permit and construct such
wastewater treatment facilities to serve the expansion of the Villages ARD Planned
Development or otherwise obtain such wastewater service as meets its need; provided,
however, that Utility’s acquisition of wastewater service capacity from sources outside
the City's Wastewater Service Area shall be subject to the consent of the City and any
such agreement for such acquisition must provide for the conveyance of such
wastewater service capacity to the City at such time as the City may exercise its option
to purchase under the Utility's Water and Wastewater Franchise Agreement. Such
future wastewater treatment facilities or capacity from a source outside of the City's
Wastewater Service Area shall be owned by the Utility pursuant to the Utility's Water
and Wastewater Franchise Agreement with the City. The City shall convey to the Utility,
the force main constructed on County Road 468 from the point of inflow to the master lift
station without further consideration.

SECTION 7. WATER QUALITY. The potable water delivered to the Utility at the
Point of Connection shall comply with all applicable Federal, State, and local quality
requirements for human consumption.

SECTION 8. POTABLE WATER RATES. Initially, the Utility agrees to pay the
City $2.49 per 1,000 gallons of potable water delivered to the Poini(s) of Connection.
Rate increases of the bulk rate shall not result in a bulk rate greater than 74% of the
City’s system cost recovery. For purposes of this Agreement, the term “system cost
recovery” shall mean the total system unit cost of operating the potable water
distribution system as determined by such factors, including, but not limited to, costs
related to the source of the supply, costs associated with treatment at the system’s
water treatment plants, and costs associated with transmission. Notwithstanding
anything to the contrary set forth in this Agreement, this Agreement shall not be
construed to prohibit the City Commission’s exercise of its legislative duty to set
reasonable, equitable water and wastewater rates sufficient to maintain the financial
integrity of the Systems. The parties agree that, since water is being supplied at a bulk
rate to Utility by the City, that payment in lieu of taxes (Pilot) is not applicable for the




water pursuant to this Agreement and would not be a justification under any such rate
study.

SECTION 9. NOTICES. Any notice or demand that must or may be given or
made in connection with this Agreement must be in writing and unless receipt is
expressly required, will be delivered by personal delivery or regular US mail, addressed
to the parties as follows:

Such addresses may be changed by notice pursuant to this paragraph, but notice
of change of addresses is effective only upon receipt.

SECTION 10. MISCELLANEOUS.

10.1. Entire Agreement. This Agreement embodies the entire agreement of the
parties hereto, and supersedes all prior negotiations, agreements and understandings.
Unless specifically allowed otherwise by the terms hereof, this Agreement, and any
exhibits, schedules or addenda hereto, shall not be amended, altered, changed, or
modified in any respect, or any provision hereof waived or discharged, except by an
instrument in writing, signed by the parties hereto, and witnessed and notarized in the
same manner as this Agreement.

10.2. Exhibits. The Exhibits attached to this Agreement are as follows:

Exhibit “A-1” — Water Pressure, Chlorine Residuals, and Capacity Requirements
(Excess Water Capacity)

Exhibit “A-2” — Existing Water Pressure, and Chlorine Residuals, (Future Potable
Water Supply)



10.3. Waiver. Failure by either party to enforce any of the provisions hereof for
any length of time shall not be deemed a waiver of its rights set forth in this Agreement.
Such a waiver may be made only by an instrument in writing signed by the party sought
to be charged with the waiver.

10.4. Severability. If any covenant or provision of this Agreement is held to be
invalid or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not
affect the validity of the remaining covenants and provisions, it being the intention of the
parties that this Agreement be so construed as to render enforceable that portion of this
Agreement unaffected by such holding. The contractual provisions shall be deemed
severable.

10.5. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of
counterparts, each of which shall be an original, but all of which together shall constitute
one and the same instrument.

10.6. Successors. It is agreed that the respective rights and obligations
hereunder shall inure to, and be binding upon, the respective heirs, devisees, legal and
personal representatives, assigns, grantees and successors in interest of the City and
the Utility.

10.7. Waiver of Jury Trial. Each party hereto hereby irrevocably waives any
and all rights it may have to demand that any action, proceeding or counterclaim arising
out of or in any way related to this Agreement or the relationship of the parties be tried
by jury. This waiver extends to any and all rights to demand a trial by jury arising from
any source, including but not limited to the Constitution of the United States, the
Constitution of any state, common law or any applicable statute or regulation. Each
party hereby acknowledges that it is knowingly and voluntarily waiving the right to
demand trial by jury.

10.8. Governing Law and Venue. This Agreement shall be governed by the
laws of the State in which the Land is located without regard to its conflict of laws
provision. Venue for any actions arising in connection with this Agreement shall be
Sumter County, Florida.

10.9. Authority. The execution and performance of this Agreement by each
party has been duly authorized by all applicable laws and regulations and all necessary
corporate action, and this Agreement constitutes the valid and binding obligation of such
party, enforceable in accordance with its terms.

WHEREAS, The Villages L"md -Company, LLC a Flouda limited hablltty company
(“VLC™) is the contract purchaser of land owned by Leesbmg at County Road 470 and the
Florida Turnpike mterchange (“Leesburg Pmperty”)

WHEREAS, VLC, directly or through its afhhate The Villages of Lake-Sumter, Tnc a
Florida corporation (“VLS”) or The V]liages Operatmg Company, a Flarida corporation
("“VOC”) (VLS and VOC collectively the “Afﬁllateq”) is the owner of variotis lands in Sumiter
County contiguous. to the Leesbmg Property in which VLC or its Afhl:ateq has been the

WATER SYSTEM

SECTION A
WATER SYSTEM PERFORMANCE STANDARDS
SECTION A.01. GENERAL
(A) The Contractor shall provide required personnel, and associated wages, salaries

and benefits, services, materials (including fuel), vehicles, tools and equipment, utilities
(including electricity), chemicals, and other consumables necessary for the full performance of
the utility services specified as needed up to 24 hours per day seven days per week

SECTION A.02. WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEMS

(A)

The Contractor shall operate, maintain, and repair the water transmission,

distribution piping, treated water storage, meters and other appurtenances including, but not
limited to, the following:

operate, maintain, and repair the potable water distribution system in accordance
with generally accepted industry standards and environmental regulations to provide
fresh, contaminant-free water;

operate, maintain, and repair the reclaimed water distribution system in accordance
with generally accepted industry standards and environmental regulations to provide
water suitable for irrigation of commercial customers;

repair any water main breaks, water main leaks, service line breaks, and service line
leaks up to the point of customer connection as soon as possible and in all cases
within two (2) hours of being notified or otherwise learning of such leak or break;

Contractor shall not be responsible for repairs on the customer side of the water
meter. However, Contractor shall make reasonable effort to notify customer that a
leak or break exists and Contractor shall have the right to shut off such service if the
leak or break is severe to the extent that it could cause real or property damage;

In the event of a water main break or other incident that requires a boil water notice
to be issued, Contractor shall comply with Utility policies and procedures. Contractor
shall provide door hangers or notification signs, as applicable, and content and
format will be reviewed and approved by the Utility.

excavation, backfilling and compaction of such excavations in the course of
performing work in the water distribution system;

regular flushing of dead end system main lines monthly or more often if required;
flushing of main lines as needed to respond to water quality complaints;

twice a year flushing of all fire hydrants to be coordinated with Villages Public Safety;
fire hydrant flow testing as requested by the Utility or Utility Representative;

record keeping and reporting of all activities and quantities of water discharged from
the distribution system that would not be otherwise recorded by a flow meter;

fire hydrant maintenance, lubrication, repair, and painting. All activities shall be in
accordance with NFPA standards. Painting of all fire hydrants shall be completed on

1



at least a three (3) year cycle or as needed to address weathering and corrosion.
The maintenance, repair, and painting of all fire hydrants will be as directed by
Villages Public Safety. Contractor will be responsible for all labor and materials;

e (uarterly exercising and cleaning, if necessary, of all utility interconnect meters to
ensure meters are operating properly;

e monitor system water use to ensure that water loss is not greater than ten (10)
percent, and if it is found to be increasing or greater than ten (10) percent, perform
investigations, address identified issues, and coordinate with Utility and Utility
Representative to bring water loss to an acceptable level,

o perform all meter calibrations as required by Applicable Law or permit; and
o exercise all valves at least once a year.

(B) The Contractor agrees to complete work orders for disconnections,
reconnections, meter test, commercial meter installation, and other general work orders such as
line leaks, valve breaks and damage to appurtenances relating to existing water services or the
distribution system in a timely manner and in no event later than forty-eight (48) hours after
receipt of a work order unless any delay beyond forty-eight (48) hours is due to an extenuating
circumstance, as agreed upon by the Utility, or unavailability of parts, in which case such work
will be completed within forty-eight (48) hours after the parts are obtained or the extenuating
circumstance is no longer present.

SECTION A.03. COMPUTERIZED MAINTENANCE AND RECORDS

The Contractor shall be responsible for performing routine, preventive, predictive, and
corrective maintenance procedures for the Utility Facilities and supply all equipment and
materials required therefore, all in a manner that assures the readiness and availability of
equipment, processes and systems on a consistent basis, and which ensures efficiency, long-
term reliability, and conservation of the capital investment in the Utility Facilities.

Contractor shall acquire and utilize a Computerized Maintenance Management System
(CMMS) to manage all maintenance, renewals, replacements, and repairs. The CMMS system
shall allow electronic remote access by the Utility or Utility Representative to review the
maintenance, renewal, replacement, and repair activities of the Contractor, enter work orders,
and make other investigations as may be necessary. The CMMS system shall be electronically
linked to the Utility’s utility billing system.

Maintenance procedures shall include predictive and preventive maintenance and
corrective maintenance program components for the Utility Facilities and the Contractor shall
perform the following:

e maintain a record of repair and repair history for each piece of equipment or line section;

¢ schedule preventive and predictive maintenance and maintain records to the level of
detail as requested by the Utility;

e maintain records of routine transmission and distribution line repairs;
e maintain records of corrective maintenance;
e issue and monitor work orders;

e maintain a spare parts inventory; and



e issue equipment status and repair priority reports.

SECTION A.04. METER READING AND METER FIELD SERVICE

(A) The Contractor shall provide all labor and transportation needed to read all Utility
commercial and residential meters once a month using Ultility provided meter reading
equipment. Meter reading data shall be provided to the Utility daily. It shall be the responsibility
of the Contractor to ensure that meter readings are collected and transmitted to the utility
accounting system at the Billing and Customer Service Division in accordance with the
timeframes and at the level of accuracy required. Utility shall be responsible for purchase,
maintenance, and repair of meter reading equipment. Contractor shall not be held responsible
for any action or inaction by the Utility that causes Contractor to be unable to complete the
meter reading requirements. Contractor shall follow the performance standards as provided in
Section B.

(B) Contractor shall provide a sufficient number of qualified field personnel to
perform meter service functions, meter field service work orders, and utility system locates
required through the Sunshine State One Call system. Contractor shall follow the performance
standards provided in Section B.

© The Contractor shall complete installation of new commercial meters purchased
by the Utility. Installation shall be in a meter-ready service installed by a site contractor. Meter
setting shall be completed in a timely manner and in no event later than as follows:

o For meter installations where the meter-ready service is in place, two (2) Business
Days from the date the installation work order request is received by the Contractor.

e For meter installations where the meter-ready service is not in place, two (2)
Business Days from the date of notification by the developer or customer service
department that the service has been completed, provided that an installation work
order request has been issued.

All materials associated with installation of new commercial meters shall be paid for by
the Utility. Contractor shall coordinate with the Utility to ensure that adequate inventory is
available so that activities can be completed in a timely manner and in accordance with the
Utility schedule. Contractor shall be responsible for ordering and storing the materials.
Contractor shall provide information to the Utility so that an accurate inventory of materials can
be maintained. Contractor shall follow the performance standards provided in Section B.

(D) All materials associated with meter installation activities shall be paid for by the
Utility. Contractor shall coordinate with the Utility to ensure that adequate inventory is available
so that activities can be completed in a timely manner and in accordance with the Utility
schedule. Contractor shall be responsible for ordering and storing the materials. Contractor shall
provide information to the Utility so that an accurate inventory of materials can be maintained.

(E) Since the Utility is responsible to pay for the materials associated with meter
installation activities, Contractor shall not be held responsible for any action or inaction by the
Utility that causes Contractor to be unable to complete the meter installation or meter change-
out program activities. Contractor shall also not be responsible for not meeting time
requirements that are the result of the unavailability of materials. However, the Contractor shall
cooperate with the Utility to ensure to the greatest extent possible that needed materials are
available on-site to perform the meter installation and meter change-out program activities.



SECTION A.05. EMERGENCIES

The Contractor shall respond to Emergency Conditions of any type at the Utility Facilities
on a seven (7) day a week twenty-four (24) hour a day basis without a work order. Such
response shall be initiated as soon as possible, but in no case later than within two (2) hours of
being notified or otherwise learning of such Emergency Condition or of any unforeseen
combination of circumstances that reasonably calls for immediate action.

SECTION A.06. BUILDING AND GROUNDS

(A) The Contractor shall provide for all janitorial services and products needed for
operation and occupation of all Utility Facility buildings.

(B) The Contractor shall at all times maintain the Utility Facility buildings in a clean,
orderly, and sanitary condition.

© The Utility shall be responsible for interior and exterior pest control, exterior
lighting fixtures, and maintenance and repair of gates and fencing located at the Utility Facilities.

(D) The Contractor shall not permit the undue accumulation of garbage, trash,
rubbish, and other refuse at the Utility Facilities. At its own expense, the Contractor shall store
refuse in proper containers and regularly have it removed for proper disposal.

(E) The Contractor shall be responsible to maintain the HVAC systems on the
buildings of the Utility Facilities. Maintenance shall include, at a minimum, annual service by a
qualified HVAC contractor and routine filter changes in accordance with standard industry
practices.

(F) The Utility shall maintain and repair building roofs, gutters, downspouts, and
exterior walls (including exterior pressure washing and painting).



SECTION B
METER READING AND METER FIELD SERVICE PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

SECTION B.01. METER READING

(A) The Contractor shall provide all labor and transportation needed to read all
commercial and residential meters once a month using Utility provided meter reading
equipment. Meter reading data shall be provided to the Utility daily. Utility shall be responsible
for purchase, maintenance, and repair of meter reading equipment. Contractor shall not be held
responsible for any action or inaction by the Ultility that causes Contractor to be unable to
complete the meter reading requirements.

(B) All water meters shall be read on a monthly basis. The Utility has a meter
reading cycle of no less than twenty-nine (29) days and no more than thirty-two (32) days.
Meter reading data files are delivered to the Contractor in the afternoon, meter reading activities
shall be completed by the end of the next business day, and the completed meter reading data
shall be submitted to the Utility on the following business day in the morning.

© For each scheduled meter reading day, meter readers shall be responsible for
obtaining the meter reading schedule from the Utility office, reading the scheduled meters, and
returning to the Utility office so that the meter reading data file can be uploaded to the Utility
billing system.

(D) The Contractor shall adhere to the meter reading schedule set by the Utility.

(E) The Contractor shall monitor all water customer connections to ensure adequate
and uninterrupted service. The Contractor shall immediately notify the Utility of any issues
associated with meters and other service related field conditions, including, but not limited to:

e Broken meters;

e Dead meters;

e Broken valves

e Leaks;

e Service line breaks;

e lllicit connections; and
o Damaged meter boxes.

When the identified issue has the potential to damage property, the Contractor shall be
authorized to shut off the water service to prevent property damage. Under this condition, the
customer shall be notified as soon as possible.

(3] Meter readers shall input the appropriate trouble codes or error messages into
the hand-held meter reading devices in order to properly report to the Utility issues associated
with water service to its customers.

(G) The Contractor shall re-read any meter, if so requested by the Utility. Re-reads
will require a touch pad reading and a visual reading to confirm the initial touch pad reading and
verify that it corresponds to the actual meter register. Re-reads shall be performed and reported
to the Utility by the end of the business day on the date the re-read is issued.



(H) Meter readers are required to read every meter in the scheduled route, including
meters that are turned off or are otherwise inactive. Meter readers shall make reasonable
attempts to read meters that are difficult to access.

() The Contractor shall report all meters that were not able to be read as scheduled
to the Utility by the end of each scheduled meter reading day. The report must include the
reasons the readings could not be obtained.

(@)] The Contractor shall immediately notify the Utility upon discovery or suspicion of
an illicit connection to the water system. If a meter is present, the Contractor will provide the
Utility with the meters, location, serial number, and reading. In all cases, the Contractor shall
respond as instructed by the Utility.

(K) Meter reading shall normally be conducted Monday through Friday between the
hours of 7 a.m. and 6 p.m., unless otherwise agreed to by the Utility and the Contractor.

(L) The Contractor must have the ability to obtain the meter reading information
through use of the Utility’s electronic meter reading equipment. The Utility currently uses Itron
meter reading software and BS&A utility billing software. The Contractor will typically be
required to read an average of 2,500 meters per scheduled meter reading day. The Contractor
may be requested to read as few as 2,000 or as many as 7,500 meters in a day under either a
pre-arranged or emergency situation. Such schedule modifications shall not constitute a
change in the Contractor’s scope of services and no additional compensation shall be due to the
Contractor.

(M) Meter reading must be performed with an accuracy rate of at least 99.6 percent.
Errors are defined as misreads found by field audits, investigations, and readings the following
month which are lower than reported the previous month as an accurate read, or customer
requested re-reads which, after investigation, a reading error is confirmed. All meter rereads
are the sole cost responsibility of the Contractor. The method for calculation of the meter
reading accuracy rate will be as follows:

a. Total Meter Reads shall equal the total number of meters (commercial and
residential) calculated as the cumulative sum of the meters read from all of the
cycles in a given calendar month.

b. Skip Reads shall equal the total number of meters that were not read.

c. Undocumented Trouble Codes shall equal the total number of reads that resulted
in a trouble code but no response documentation was provided (i.e., manual read
data, field note, explanation of problem, etc.).

d. Negative Reads shall equal the number of negative reads where no manual read
is provided.

e. Errors caused by meter reading hardware or software failure will not be included
in the accuracy calculation.

f. Accuracy Rate = 100 x [(Total Meter Reads — (Skip Reads + Undocumented
Trouble Codes + Negative Reads)) / Total Meter Reads]

(N) All meter reading routes are to be completed on the business day following the
day that the meter reading data file was provided to the Contractor. Weather conditions,
excluding those associated with hurricanes and floods or other life threatening weather
conditions, shall not prevent the completion of scheduled meter reading, unless otherwise
agreed to by the Utility.



(O) Meter readers must be able to visually read and report a meter reading
accurately to the Utility. Meter readers must be familiar with multiple meter types including, but
not limited to: Sensus, Hersey, Zenner and Amco.

(P) All meter boxes or meter conditions which impose an impediment to readers or
citizens must be entered in the hand held devices by the meter readers when observed and
promptly reported. Other conditions of special interest that may explain high usage, as well as
notification made of suspected leaks found, must also be entered.

(Q) Meter readers shall be trained to properly identify flow on the meters, detect
potential leaks or breaks in the meters, lines, valves, or other service appurtenances,
communicate and coordinate with the appropriate Utility personnel, and shut off water service
when instructed by the Utility.

(R) All meter reading personnel shall maintain a clean, neat, and professional
appearance. Meter readers shall be required to wear at all times a uniform and identification
badge.

(S) The Contractor shall provide all vehicles necessary to perform meter reading for
the Utility. The Contractor’s vehicles shall be professionally and safely maintained in a clean
and mechanically sound manner. All vehicles shall be clearly marked as a Utility vehicle.

SECTION B.02. METER FIELD SERVICE

(A) The Contractor shall provide a sufficient number of qualified field personnel to
perform meter service functions including, but not limited to, the following:

° turn-on and turn-off of customer meters in response to account changes,
delinquent accounts, customer requests, or emergencies;

. disconnections and reconnections of service for customers;

. commercial meter installations;

. verify meter sizes;

° verify meter reading accuracy and calibrate meters, if necessary;

. re-read meters;

. repair or replace broken or dead meters;

. repair or replace broken valves;

. repair service line breaks and leaks;

. repair or replace damaged or broken meter boxes;

o investigate and address illicit connections to the water systems;

. utility locates;

. meet with customer at property to discuss and evaluate disputes and provide a

report to the Utility; and

. review with customers at their property: how to read meter(s), typical water use,
and conservation measures that customer can implement.

(B) All meter field service shall be initiated through work orders generated by the
Utility. The work orders will provide the customer account number, property owner's name,
service address, information on the meter, the previous meter reading, and other details
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provided at the time of the call. Information related to the completion of work orders shall be
documented by the Contractor. The Contractor shall provide the Utility with a monthly report
summarizing all work order activity from the previous month.

© The Contractor agrees to complete work orders for disconnections,
reconnections, meter tests, commercial meter installations, and other general work orders such
as line leaks, valve breaks and damage to appurtenances relating to existing water customer
connections in a timely manner and in no event later than forty-eight (48) hours after receipt of a
work order unless any delay beyond forty-eight (48) hours is due to an extenuating
circumstance, as agreed upon by the Utility, or unavailability of parts, in which case such work
will be completed within forty-eight (48) hours after the parts are obtained or the extenuating
circumstance is no longer present..

(D) Calls for service shall be received into the Utility office during the hours of 8:00
a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday, excluding Utility recognized holidays. Calls for
service after the said hours or on holidays shall be received by Community Watch or a designee
determined by the Utility.

(E) The Utility shall immediately contact the Contractor's meter field service
personnel via voicemail and email in response to the following reported issues: water service
line breaks, water running at the meter, disconnection or reconnection of service, or calls in
which Utility staff determines that a visual and physical presence is required in a timely manner.

(P The Utility will not schedule appointments for service, unless it is determined by
Rule that this process is to be implemented or meter field service personnel makes such
request.

(G) Meter field service personnel must be able to competently and thoroughly
complete all work orders, properly communicate and coordinate with the appropriate Utility
personnel, and provide the Utility with all required information, including any and all interactions
with customers.

(H) The Contractor shall provide calibration and repair services to all types, makes,
and models of flow meters, level transducers, process control instrumentation, remote terminal
units, and other data transmitting devices. Meters shall be calibrated using certified equipment,
the accuracy of which is in accordance with NIST standards. The Contractor shall maintain the
certification records of the equipment and provide copies of the certification records upon
request by the Utility.

() The Contractor shall provide a monthly report of calibration services performed
during the previous month. The report shall contain a calibration sheet for each flow meter,
level transducer, process control instrument, remote terminal unit, or any other data transmitting
device that was calibrated during the previous month. The report shall include, but not be
limited to, the following:

. name and location of the meter or other data transmitting device;
o date of calibration;

. type of meter or other data transmitting device;

. manufacturer and serial number;

. calibration data;

. notations of any items needing correction; and

° description of the calibration equipment used.
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(@)] Meters removed from the ground shall be tagged and held for a minimum of thirty
(30) days before being declared surplus. Meters and related components that can be re-used
shall be salvaged and stored by the Contractor for future use. Meters and related components
that cannot be re-used and can be sold for scrap shall be separated, and the Utility shall make
provisions for the sale. The Contractor shall follow all surplus provisions as provided for by the
Utility. The Contractor will be responsible for the disposal of any non-repairable parts and
materials that cannot be sold for scrap.

(K) The Contractor shall utilize quality parts and materials to perform any needed
service, maintenance or repair. The Contractor shall maintain a reasonable stock of parts and
materials that are available on-site on a twenty-four (24) hour basis to promptly respond to
common field meter service, maintenance, and repair issues.

(L) The Contractor shall complete installation of new commercial meters purchased
by the Utility. Installation shall be in a meter-ready service installed by a site contractor. Meter
setting shall be completed in a timely manner and in no event later than as follows:

. For meter installations where the meter-ready service is in place, two (2)
Business Days from the date the installation work order request is received by
the Contractor;

. For meter installations where the meter-ready service is not in place, two (2)
Business Days from the date of notification by the developer or customer service
department that the service has been completed, provided that an installation
work order request has been issued.

(M)  All materials associated with meter setting activities shall be paid for by the
Utility. Contractor shall coordinate with the Utility to ensure that adequate inventory is available
so that activities can be completed in a timely manner and in accordance with the Utility
schedule. Contractor shall be responsible for tracking and storing the materials. Contractor shall
provide information to the Ultility so that an accurate inventory of materials can be maintained.

(N) Since the Utility is responsible to pay for the materials associated with meter
setting activities, Contractor shall not be held responsible for any action or inaction by the Utility
that causes Contractor to be unable to complete the meter setting activities. Contractor shall
also not be responsible for not meeting time requirements that are the result of the unavailability
of materials. However, the Contractor shall cooperate with the Utility to ensure to the greatest
extent possible that needed materials are available on-site to perform the meter setting
activities.

(O) Sunshine State One Call requests that are received by the Utility via email will be
printed at 8:00 a.m., 12:00 p.m., and 2:00 p.m. each day. The Contractor shall pickup printed
emails, identify locates, code the emails, and return them based upon the requirements of the
Sunshine State One Call System so that no late charge is applied. Any late charges that are
generated by the inaction of the Contractor will be the responsibility of the Contractor.

(P) At the request of the Utility or Utility Representative, the Contractor shall perform
general utility locates.

(Q) The Contractor shall be responsible for repairing any and all damages caused to
residential and commercial customer’s property or other property as a result of service work
performed. In all circumstances, the Contractor shall restore the damaged property to its original
state in a timely manner and in no event later than forty-eight (48) hours after completion of the
service work unless any delay beyond forty-eight (48) hours is due to an extenuating
circumstance, as agreed upon by the Utility, or unavailability of materials, in which case such



work will be completed within forty-eight (48) hours after the materials are obtained or the
circumstance is no longer present. Unless the service work and related damage are the result
of an Act of God, the costs for such will be the sole responsibility of the Contractor.

(R) All meter field service personnel shall maintain a clean, neat, and professional
appearance. Meter field service personnel shall be required to wear at all times a uniform and
identification badge.

(S) The Contractor shall provide all vehicles necessary to perform field customer
service for the Utility. The Contractor’s vehicles shall be professionally and safely maintained in
a clean and mechanically sound manner. All vehicles shall be clearly marked as a Utility
vehicle.

(M The Contractor shall respond to Emergency Conditions of any type for Utility
customers on a seven (7) day a week, twenty-four (24) hour a day basis without a work order.
Such response shall be initiated as soon as possible, but in no case later than within two (2)
hours of being notified or otherwise learning of such Emergency Condition or of any unforeseen
combination of circumstances that reasonably calls for immediate action.

SECTION A
WASTEWATER SYSTEM PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

SECTION A.01. GENERAL

(A)

The Contractor shall provide required personnel, and associated wages, salaries

and benefits, services, materials (including fuel), vehicles, tools and equipment, utilities
(including electricity), chemicals, and other consumables necessary for the full performance of
the utility services specified as needed up to 24 hours per day seven days per week.

SECTION A.02. WASTEWATER PUMPING FACILITIES

(A)

Contractor shall operate, maintain, and repair the wastewater pumping facilities,

and their respective appurtenances to ensure free-flowing conditions and eliminate overflows.
Activities shall include, but are not limited to, the following:

Monitoring of lift or pumping stations for emergency conditions

Timely response to all alarms that occur at the wastewater pumping facilities and
timely response to all work orders and service requests.

Maintenance operation and repair of the radio telemetry system if any
Regularly scheduled preventive maintenance inspections and adjustments

Monitor those wastewater pumping facilities which have the technology for such
monitoring for all applicable parameters, including, but not limited to:

e pump running times;

e water level alarms in wet well;

e |oss of electrical power;

e thermal overload,

e pump seal failure; and

e potable water and/or irrigation system pressure.

The Contractor shall provide predictive and preventive maintenance service with
respect to the wastewater pumping facilities including, but not limited to:

o regularly scheduled inspections;

e adjustment of electrical and mechanical equipment;

e check control panels for proper operation;

e check pump running times;

e check remote telemetry units for proper operation;

e maintain the station’s alarm lights and replace bulbs as necessary;

e check the wet well levels for proper distance of pumping as necessary;



e clean out pumps as necessary;
e exercise all station valves at least once a year; and
e clean check valves as necessary.
(7) Repair and rehabilitate pump stations including, but not limited to, the following:
e repairing or replacing gate, check and plug valves;
e removing and reinstalling pumps and motors for repair;
e repairing or replacing motors and pumps;
o furnishing a crane truck;
e repairing or replacing rails, supports, or piping;
e repairing or replacing electrical panels;
e rewinding motors;

¢ perform confined space activities and follow applicable safety procedures
unless such activities are subcontracted, in which case no additional costs
shall be incurred by the Utility;

e repairing and replacing remote telemetry unit components; and

e annual testing and repair, if necessary, of backflow prevention assemblies
located at the wastewater pumping facilities.

(8) Painting of all exposed equipment and all exposed piping on a 3 to 5 year
rotation basis. Should painting be required more often the Contractor shall paint
as necessary to protect the integrity of the equipment and piping.

SECTION A.03. WASTEWATER COLLECTION SYSTEMS

(A) The Contractor shall be responsible for the proper operation, maintenance and
repair of the collection systems including, but not limited to, the following:

e ten percent (10%) of the collection system will be cleaned on an annual basis so that
the entire collection system will be cleaned every ten (10) years; areas cleaned shall
be reported monthly to the Utility;

e routine visual inspection and cleaning, if necessary, of identified problem areas at a
frequency necessary to prevent system back-ups and overflows;

e timely repair of any sewer line breaks and service line breaks;
e inspection of main pipelines and manholes; and

e exercise force main valves at least once a year and report monthly to the Utility a
listing of the valves that were exercised.

(B) The Contractor shall respond to any wastewater collection system Emergency
Condition seven (7) days a week twenty four (24) hours a day including, but not limited to,
pipeline blockage or potential thereof, or manhole surcharging, as may reported by any source,
within the Ultility’s service area as soon as possible, but in any event, within two (2) hours of
being notified or otherwise learning of such or related condition in the wastewater collection
system.



© The Contractor shall timely, and properly, maintain and repair the wastewater
collection and transmission facilities. The Contractor shall take all necessary measures to
remedy conditions in the wastewater collection system facilities resulting from a main pipeline
blockage and consequential surcharging of such pipelines or manholes and shall be responsible
for clean-up and abatement resulting from such conditions which occur within the wastewater
collection system facilities.

SECTION A.04. COMPUTERIZED MAINTENANCE AND RECORDS

The Contractor shall be responsible for performing routine, preventive, predictive, and
corrective maintenance procedures for the Utility Facilities and supply all equipment and
materials required therefore, all in a manner that assures the readiness and availability of
equipment, processes and systems on a consistent basis, and which ensures efficiency, long-
term reliability, and conservation of the capital investment in the Utility Facilities.

Contractor shall acquire and utilize a Computerized Maintenance Management System
(CMMS) to manage all maintenance, renewals, replacements, and repairs. The CMMS system
shall allow electronic remote access by the Utility or Utility Representative to review the
maintenance, renewal, replacement, and repair activities of the Contractor, enter work orders,
and make other investigations as may be necessary. The CMMS system shall be electronically
linked to the Utility’s utility billing system.

Maintenance procedures shall include predictive and preventive maintenance and
corrective maintenance program components for the Utility Facilities and the Contractor shall
perform the following:

e maintain a record of repair and repair history for each piece of equipment or line section;

¢ schedule preventive and predictive maintenance and maintain records to the level of
detail as requested by the Utility;

¢ maintain records of routine transmission and distribution line repairs;
e maintain records of corrective maintenance;

e issue and monitor work orders;

e maintain a spare parts inventory; and

e issue equipment status and repair priority reports.

SECTION A.05. EMERGENCIES

The Contractor shall respond to Emergency Conditions of any type at the Utility Facilities
on a seven (7) day a week twenty-four (24) hour a day basis without a work order. Such
response shall be initiated as soon as possible, but in no case later than within two (2) hours of
being notified or otherwise learning of such Emergency Condition or of any unforeseen
combination of circumstances that reasonably calls for immediate action.



SECTION A.06. BUILDING AND GROUNDS

(A) The Contractor shall provide for all janitorial services and products needed for
operation and occupation of all Utility Facility buildings.

(B) The Contractor shall at all times maintain the Utility Facility buildings in a clean,
orderly, and sanitary condition.

© The Contractor shall regularly water, mow, fertilize, prune, and otherwise
maintain as necessary the turf, landscaping, and grounds of all lift stations, where applicable,
included as part of the Utility Facilities.

(D) The Utility shall be responsible for interior and exterior pest control, exterior
lighting fixtures, and maintenance and repair of gates and fencing located at the Utility Facilities.

(E) The Contractor shall not permit the undue accumulation of garbage, trash,
rubbish, and other refuse at the Utility Facilities. At its own expense, the Contractor shall store
refuse in proper containers and regularly have it removed for proper disposal.

(3] The Contractor shall be responsible to maintain the HVAC systems on the
buildings of the Utility Facilities. Maintenance shall include, at a minimum, annual service by a
qualified HVAC contractor and routine filter changes in accordance with standard industry
practices.

(G) The Utility shall maintain and repair building roofs, gutters, downspouts, and
exterior walls (including exterior pressure washing and painting).
