Both rules contain links to their 
application forms and both rules require a nonrefundable application fee of $250. The proposed 
amendments to Rule 25-4.511, F.A.C. , incorporate the requirements of Rule 25-4.5 12, F.A.C., 
update and clarify language, and provide for the same application form for both the application 
for a certificate and transfer of a certificate (the link to the application would continue to be 
available in the amended rule). The nonrefundable application fee of $250 is unchanged in the 
proposed amendments.
