These rules would be replaced by Rule 25-22.108, F.A.C., which would require all utilities regulated by the Commission to submit their contact information within 30 days of being regulated by the Commission and update their contact information when their contact information changes.

Each pay telephone service company shall file with the Commission’s Office of Commission Clerk updated information for the following items within ten days after a change occurs:
	(1) The street address of the certificate holder including number, street name, city, state and zip code, and the mailing address if it differs from the street address.
	(2) Name, title, and phone number of the individual responsible for contact with the Commission.

	(1) Within 30 days of being regulated by the Florida Public Service Commission as defined by Section 350.111, Florida Statutes, a utility shall submit its contact information to the Office of the Commission Clerk using Form PSC/CLK 041-C, “Change of Regulated Utility Contact Information” except when all current information was submitted in the utility’s application form. Form PSC/CLK 041-C “Change of Regulated Utility Contact Information,” is available at the Department of State website at http://www.XXXX and at the Commission’s website at http://www.floridapsc.com/ClerkOffice/ChangeOfCompanyInfo.
	(2) If a utility makes any changes to the information listed in the form, the utility must submit an updated Form PSC/CLK 041-C to the Office of Commission Clerk that shows all changes within 30 days of the changes.
