Here are my thoughts to add to the comments below:

Florida is in a unique position to benefit from solar power since we enjoy so much sunny weather - and Florida also has
steeply increasing electricity needs due to the influx of population and industry to our state, as well as increased popularity

of electric cars.

Rooftop solar panels, photovoltaic glass in windows, skylights and footpaths, and any other new technologies that
produce electricity from solar power should be required in all new buildings (both commercial and residential) and older
buildings should be transitioned to solar with incentives such as tax credits and subsidies.

This morning - the House passed 359-57, a stopgap funding measure needed to avert a partial government
shutdown in eight days. Senate-House leaders reached a deal last nigh resolving a fight over farm payments

requested by the President.

The revised stopgap
measure also includes numerous reauthorizations for programs that would otherwise lapse at the end of
September, such as the National Flood Insurance Program and surface transportation/Hwy spending.

programs.
