However, the Commission also recognizes that all parties to adjudicatory
proceedings\ueed to be notified and given an opportunity to participate in certain communications. The intent of this
rule is not to preyent or hinder in any way the exchange of information, but to provide all parties to adjudicatory

proceedings notificalpn of and the opportunity to participate in certain communications.

367.0814, F.S., proposed agency\action proceedings before the Commission has voted to issue a proposed agency
action order, non-rate case tariffs, Workshops or internal affairs meetings. Also exempted are docketed and
undocketed audits, telephone service evalyations, and electric and gas safety inspections. Nothing in this rule is
intended to modify or supersede the procedurarequirements for formal discovery under the Commission’s rules and
applicable provisions of the Florida Rules of Ciyil Procedure, or affect communications regarding discovery
requests, procedure, or other matters not concerned with the merits of a case.

(4) Response to Communications — Any party to a proceeding may prepal¢ a written response to any
communication between a Commission employee and another party. Notice of any\ such response shall be
transmitted to all parties.

(5) Prohibited Communications — No Commission employee shall directly or indirectly relay ta a Commissioner
any communication from a party or an interested person which would otherwise be a prohibked ex parte
communication under Section 350.042, F.S. Nothing in this subsection shall preclude non-testifying advi

members from discussing the merits of a pending case with a Commissioner, provided the communication 18 not
