The facilit-y is a 10,7l4 KVA synchronous generation facility 
designed lo produce a maximum of 9.107 MW and is located about 
2. 5 mi 1 s soulh of Monticello. Sun Bank ha s committed 
approximately 8. 5 MW of generated capacity to FPC beginning on 
o r aboul January l, 1990 . 

This 1s FPC's current standard offer contract 
incorporating 1ts COG-2 arifC and meets the definition of a 
standard offer contract found in Rule 25-17 . 083(3) . That being
