On July 13, 1990, the No rthe ast Florida Telephone Company 

I 

(No rthcas t Florida) filed a tariff introducing local opera tor 
ass1stance rates. This filing proposes a $.75 c harge for I 
dial ng station-to-station customer- dial c redit card loca l 
calls wh ile a c harge of $1.00 would be charged for station-to­
station operato r assisted sent paid, co llect , thi rd - party, and 
non- custome r credit card calls. Finally , the filing provides 
Cor a $ 2.50 c harge f or person-to-person local calls. 

No cost study accompanied this tariff filing . However , 
Northeast Florida ' s f iling is identical to tariff filings for 
the same scrv ices from Southern Bell Te l ephone and Teleg raph 
(Southern Bell) and GTE Florida Inco rporated (GTEFL ). The 
total annual revenue increase from the above-ment ioned docke t s 
is estimated to be no greater than $1 , 000 according to t he 
company.

f 11 i ng a copy ol Lhe notice of appea 1 and the filing f ee with 
the appro priate court . This filing must be completed within 
thirty (30) days after the issuance of this o rder, pursuant to 
Rule 9.110, Flc rida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
