ORDER INDICATING NOIIJURISDICTIONAL STATUS 
OF COAST PUBLISHING . INC./ SCIDiEIGER EQUITY 

CORPORATION AND CLOSI_NG DOCKET 

BY THE COMMISSION : 

On January 5, 1993, Coast Publishing, Inc.fSchweiger Equity 
Corporation (Coast Publishing) filed an application with this 
Commission for r ecogn i tion of its nonjurisdictional status, 
pursuant to Sec tion 367 .021(12), Florida Statutes. Coast 
Publishing is loc ate d at Zed coast Center, 1680 S.W. Bayshore 
Boulevard, Port St. Luci e, Florida, 34984 . The contact person at 
Coast Publishing is Hs . Patricia Mabry. 

Section 367.021(12), Florida Statutes, states that a "utility 
mea ns a water or was tewater utility a nd except as provided in 
Section 367.022, includes every person, lessee, trustee, or 
rece i ver owning, opera ting, managing or controlling a system, or 
proposing construction of a system, who is providing or proposes to 
provide water or wastewater service to the public for 
compensation." 

Upon reques t and sufficient proof, the Commission will issue 
an or der indicat ing t he nonjurisdictional or exempt status of water 
or wastewater systems i f they qualify under the appropriate 
provision of Chapter 367, Florida Statutes. The application was 
filed in accordance with Section 367.021(12), Florida Statutes, and 
Rules 25-30.060(1), (2) and (3) (j), Florida Administrative Code.­
Coast Publishing requested nonjurisdictional status for the 
prov1.s1.on of wa t er service. Coast Publis hing p r ovides water 
service to Ze d Coa s t Cente r at no charge . liastewater is disposed 
of in a domestic septic tank system. All cos ts of providing wate r 
servic e are t r e a ted or recovered as operatio na l expens e s . 

I n addit i on, the a pplic ation f o rm states that pursuant to 
Section 8 37. 06, Florida Statutes , a nyone knowingly making a fals e 
statement in writing with the intent to mi s l ead is guilty of a 
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misdemeanor. Coast Publishing acknowledged that i t is Aware of 
Section 837.06, Florida Statutes, and the penalties for making 
false statements in the application. 

Based on the facts as represented, we find that Coas t 
Publishing is n ot a utility pursuant to the provisions of Section 
3 67 . 02 1 ( 1 2) , Florida Statute s. However , should there be any change 
in circumstances or met hod of operation, the owner or any 
successor ( s ), must inform the Commissi on wit hin JO days of suc h 
change so that we may revi ew the matter to determine whether 
nonjuri sdictional stat us is still a ppropriate . 

It is, therefore, 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commiss ion that, based 
upon the facts as represented, Coas t Publishing, Inc . 1 Schweiger 
Equi ty Corporation, 1680 S.W . Bayshore Boulevard, Port St . Lucie, 
Florida, 34984, is not a utility subject to this Commi ssion's 
jurisdiction, pursuant to t he provisions of Section 367 . 021(12 ), 
Fl orid a Statutes . It is further 

ORDERED that s ho u ld there be any change in cir cumstances or 
method of operation, the owner or any s uccessor(s) in interest, 
shall i nform this Commission within 30 days of such a change so 
that we may re-evaluate the Center 's nonjurisdict i onal sta tus . It 
is further 

ORDERED that Docket No. 930024 - WU i s hereby closed .

This notice 
s h ould not be construed to mean al l reques ts for an admi nis trative 
h earing or judicial rev i ew will be granted or result in the relief 
s ought. 

Any party adversely affected by the Commiss ion's final action 
i n this matter may request : 1 ) r econsideration of the dec ision by 
filing a motion for r econsideration with t he Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting within fifteen ( 15) days of the iss uance o f 
this order i n t he form prescribe d by Rule 25- 22. 060 , Florida 
Administrative Code ; or 2) judicial r eview by the Flor ida Supreme 
court in the case o f an electric , gas or telephone utility or the 
First District Court of Appea l in the case of a water or sewer 
utility by fil ing a notice of a ppea l with t he Director, Division o f 
Records and Reporting a nd fi ling a copy of the n otice of appeal a nd 
the filing fee with the appropriate court. Th is filing must be 
compl eted within thirty ( 30) days after the issuance of this order, 
pursuant to Rule 9. 110, florida Rules of Civil Procedure. The 
notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900 (a), 
florida Ru les of Appellate Procedure.
