ORDER INDICAT ING NONJURISD.ICTIONAL STATUS 
OF .KEYSTONE INN AND CLOS.ING DOCKET 

BY 'THE COMMI SSION: 

on october s, 1992, Keystone Inn filed an applicati on .,ith 
this Commiss i on for recognition of its nonjurisdictional status, 
pursuant to Section 367 .. 021(12), Florida Statu.tes . Keyst·one Inn's 
water systelll, which consists of' a wel l, is located at State Road 
100 West, Keystone Heights, Florida. Ms . Belvia Pons, Owner and 
primary contact person , f iled the applicati on on behalf of th·e 
Keystone Inn. 

Section 367. 021 ( 1.2) , Florida Statutes, states that a "utility 
means a water or wastewater utility and except as provided in 
Section 367 . 022, incl udes every person, lessee, trustee, or 
receiver o"""ing, operating, managing or controlling a syste.m, or 
proposing· construc.tion of a system, who is provi ding or proposes to 
provide water or wastewater service to the public for 
co·mpensat ion ... " 

Upon request and sufficient proof, the Commission will i ssue 
an order indicating the nonjurisdi ctional or exempt status of water 
or wastewater systems if they qualify under the appropriate 
provi sion of Chapter 367 , Florida Statutes. The application was 
fi led in accordance with Section 367.021(12), Florida Sta·tutes, and 
Rul.es 25-30.060(2) and (3) (j) , Florida Admin i strati ve Code. 
According to the application, water service is provided only to 
Keyston e Inn , there i s no charge for providing t he se.rvi ce , and all 
costs of· provi d i ng service are treated or recovered as opera.tional 
expenses. ·wastewa:ter service is provided by a septic tank. 

I n addition, pursuant t o Section 837.06, Florida Statutes, and 
Rule 25-30 .. 060(2) (f), Florida Administra.tive. Code, anyone knowinqly 
making a false statement i n writi ng ·wit.h the intent to mislead is 
guilty of a Dli sdemeanor. By signi ng the a pplication , Ms . Pons 
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acknowledged t hat she is alo(fare of Section 837 .06, Flor ida S t atutes , 
and the p enalt i e s for Dl.aking false statements in the application . 

Based on t he facts as represented, we find that Keystone Inn 
is not a utility pur suant t o the provisions of Section 367.021(12) , 
Florida Statutes. Accordingly, Keystone Inn is not subject to this 
Conmi ssion's jurisdicti o n . Holo(fever, should there be a ny change in 
circumstances o r method of operation , the owner of Key stone Inn o r 
any successors i n interest, must infora the Commissi on within 30 
days of such change so that its nonjurisdictional status may be 
reevaluated. 

It is, therefore, 

ORDERED by t he Florida PUblic Service Comnission t hat, based 
upon the facts as represented, Keystone Inn, 5708 Caribbean Circle, 
Keystone Heights, Florida 32656, is not a water utility subject to 
this Commiss ion ' s jurisdiction, pursuant to the provisi ons of 
Section 367 . 021{12) , Flori d a Statutes. It is further 

ORDERED that should there be any cha nge in circumstances or 
nethod of operation, t he owner of Keystone Inn or any successors i n 
i nterest , shall inform this commission within 30 days of s uch a 
change so that we may reevaluate i t s nonj urisdictional status. I t 
is further 

ORDERED t hat this Dock.et is hereby closed.

The Fl orida. Pub l ic Service Commission is reCJUired by Section 
120 . '59•( 4)· , Florida Statutes, to notify pa.rt i es of any 
administrative hearing or judicial review of Cc111111ission orders that 
i s available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes, as 
wel l as the procedures and time limits that a pply. This notice 
should not be construed t o mean all requests for an administ rative 
h earing or judicial review will be granted o r result in the relief 
s ought . 

Any party adversely affected by t he commissi on's f inal action 
i n t his matter may reque s t: 1) r econside ration of the dec•ision by 
f i l ing a motion for reconside ration •,dth the Director , Di vision of 
Records , and Reporting within fifteen { 15) days of the issuance of 
thi s order in the form p rescribed by Rule 25-22 ... 060 , Florida 
Administrative ·Code; or 2) judicial review by t he Florida Supr eme 
cou rt in ·t he case of an electric, gas or telephone utility or the 
First District Court of Appeal i n the case of a water or sewer 
utilit y .by f iling a notice of appeal with the Direct o r ., Division of 
Re cords an d Reporting a nd filing a copy of the notice o.f appeal and 
the filing f ee with the appropr i ate court. This fili ng must !be 
completed within thirty· (30) days after the i ssuance of this order, 
p ursuant to Rule 9 . 110, Florida Rules of Civi l Procedure. The 
notice of appeal must h e in the for m specified in Ru!e 9.900 (a) , 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
