Administrative Code, if issued by the Commission; or (J} judicial 
review by the Florida Supreme Court, in the case of an electric, 
gas or telephone utility, or the First District Court of Appeal , in 
the case of a water or wastewater util ity. A motion for 
reconsideration shall be filed with the Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting, in the form prescr i bed by Rule 25-22.060, 
Florida Administrative Code. Judicial review of a preliminary, 
procedural or intermediate ruling or order is available if review 
of the final action will not provide an adequate remedy. Such 
r e view may be r e quested from the appropriate court, as described 
above , pursuant to Rule 9 .
