1. The Office of Public Counsel ("Public Counsel") issued
a Notice of Deposition in the above-referenced docket in order to
take the depositions of Southern Bell employees on August 30
through September 2, 1993 in Jacksonville, Gainesville, Daytona
Beach, Merritt Island, and Fort Pierce, Florida.
