ORDER M~ENDING CERTIFICATES 

BY THE COM!~ ISS I ON: 

Po inciana Utilities, Inc. (Poinciana or utility), provides 

wate r a nd wastewater service to approximately 4 , 718 water customers 

and 4, 600 was tewa t e r c us t ome r s in Osceola and Polk Counties. 

Ac cord ing t o its a n nual repo rt, the utility's operating revenue in 

1994 was $2,529,829 and its net operating income, $259,429. The 

utili t y is a Cla ss A u t ili t y unde r Commission jurisdiction. 

On August 10, 1995 t he utility applied for amendments to Water 

Certificate No . 146- W and Wastewater Certificate No. 1 03-S in 

Os ceola County, Florida, to add a small parcel of land containing 

site s upo n which two churches, the Iglesia De Oios Pentecostal 

Churc h and the Pentecostal Church of God, Inc ., are to built . The 

applic ation was filed pursuant to Rule 25-30.036(2), Fl orida 

Administrative Code, whi c h provides that: 

A request f o r service territory expansion and amendment 
o f a n exi sting certific ate shall be considered 

approved unde r the f o llowing condi tions if no protest is 

t imely filed t o the no tice of application: 

(a) the utility has provided a written statement of 

a n officer of the utility that the proposed new terr i tory 

includes a maximum of 25 equivalent residential 

connections within such territory at t he time t he 

terri t o ry is at build-out; and 
(b) the utility has provided the written statement 

of an offi cer o f t he utility that ... : 
1 . there is no other u t i lity in the a rea of the 

proposed territory that is wi lling and capabl e of 

p roviding r easo nably adequate servic e t o t he new 

terri t ory; a nd 
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2. the person (s) or business (es) requesting 
water or wastewater service have demonstrated to the 
utility that service is necessary because (1) a private 
well has b een contaminated or gone dry; (2 ) a septic tank 
has failed; or (3) service is not otherwise available. 

( c) the uti l ity has filed a completed application in 
accordance with section ( 2) of this rule within 45 days 
of the completion of the notice requirements . 

On August 16, 1995, the Poinciana Pentecostal Church of God, 
I nc. , filed an objection to the application. However , on August 
25, 1995, the church advised the Commission that it neither wished 
t o pursue its objection to administrative hearing nor to be 
provided the uti l ity's services. No other objections were filed . 
Accordingly, on September 12, 1 995, the utility filed a revised 
applicat ion , with the territory description reflecting o nly t he 
Iglesia De Dios Pent ecostal Chu rch site. 

The application as revised complies with the governing 
statute, Section 367.045, Fl orida Statutes, and other pertinent 
statutes and administrative r ul es concerni ng an application for 
amendment of certificate. The application contains a check in the 
amount of $200 ($100 for water and $100 for wastewater), the 
correct f iling fee pursuant to Rule 25-30 . 020, Florida 
Administrative Code . There is no other utility in the area of the 
proposed territory expansion will ing a nd capabl e of providing 
reasonably adequate service to the new territory. The Iglesia De 
Dios Pentecostal Church has demonstrat ed to the utility that 
service from the utility is necessary because service is otherwise 
not available. The applicant has provided ev idence that t he it 
owns the land upon which i ts facilities are located a s required by 
Rule 25-30 . 036(1 ) (d), Florida Administrative Code. The church will 
consi st of fewer than 25 equivalent residential connections. 

Adequate service territory and system maps and a ter ritory 
description have been provided as prescribed by Rule 25-
30 .036 (1) (e), (f) and (i), Florida Administrative Code. A 
description of the territory requested by t he utility i s appended 
to this memorandum as At tachment A. The utili ty has submitted an 
affidavit consistent with Section 367 . 045 (2) (d), Flori da Statutes , 
that it h as tariffs and annual reports o n file with the Commi ssion. 
In addition, the applicat i on contains proof of compliance with the 
noticing requirements set forth in Rule 25 - 30 . 030, Florida 
Administrative Code, the requ i rements h aving been completed on 
August 1 2, 1995 . 

The utility has provided water and wastewater service t o 
communities in its service territories since 1972. No add itiona l 
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water or waste water plant needs to be added to serve this new 
customer . The interna l water and wastewater lines will be do nated 
to the utility. 

No Department of Envi ronmenta l Protection notices of violation 
a re outstanding against Poinciana. The utility has four water 
treatment plants, with the additional territory to be served by a 
plant with a capacity of 1.1 million gallo ns per day (mgd) and 
current maximum flow of .868 mgd. The utility has four wastewater 
treatment plants, with the additional territory to be served by a 
plant with a capacity of . 350 mgd and current maximum mon t hly fl o w 
o f . 266 mgd. It is appare nt that the utility has the water and 
wastewater treatment capacity to serve the expanded territory, and, 
moreover, we find that the uti lity has demonstrated the financial 
and technical e xpertise to provide this customer with qua l ity 
serv ice . The utility has filed revised tariff sheets incorporating 
the additional territory into its tariff and return ed its 
certifica te for entry reflec t ing the additional terri t or y. 

On March 12, 1986 , we i ssued Order No . 15831 in Docket No. 
050051-WS, granting the u tility water and wastewater rates and an 
i ncrease in service availability charges . The utility's wate r and 
wastewater rates were last c hanged on July 1, 1995, through 
implementation of the price i ndex, as permitted by Section 
367 . 081(4) (a), Flo rida Statutes. The rates and charges we have 
approved for the utility shall be applied to the Iglesia De Dios 
Pentecostal Chu rch in the ne w service territory. 

Thus, we find it appropriate that Poinciana Utilities, Inc . •s 
Water Certificate No. 146 - W and Was t ewater Certificate No . 103 -S be 
amended to i nclude the addit i o nal t e rritory described in Attachment 
1\ . 

Based on the foregoing, i t is, t h eref ore, 

ORDERED by the 
Poinciana Utilities, 
Wastewater certificate 
It is further 

Florida Public Se rvice Commissio n that 
Inc.'s Wa ter Certifica te No. 14 6 - W and 
No. 103 - S a r e amended as set forth herein . 

ORDERED that the rates and charges approved for Poinciana 
Utilities, Inc. , shall be applied in t he service territory as 
extended h ere in. It is further 

ORDER ED tha t each of the findings made in the body of this 
order is hereby approved in every respect. It is further 

ORDERED that this docket shall be closed.

NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW 

The Florida Public Service Commission i s required by Section 
120.59(4), Florida Statutes, t o noti fy parties of any 
administrative hearing or j udicial review of Commission orders that 
is available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida Sta tutes, as 
well as the procedures and time limits that apply. This notice 
should not be construed to mean all requests f o r an admini s trative 
hearing or judicial review will be granted o r r esult in t he relief 
sought. 

Any party adversely affected by the Commission's final action 
in this matter may request: 1) reconsideration of the dec ision by 
filing a motion for reconsideration with the Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee, 
Fl orida 32399-0850, within fifteen (15) d a ys o f the issuance o f 
this order in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060, Florida 
Administr ative Code; or 2) judicial review by the Florida Supreme 
Court in the case of an electric , gas or telephone utility or the 
First District Court of Appeal in the case o f a water and/or 
wastewater utility by filing a notice of appeal with the Director, 
Division of Records and Reporting and filing a copy of t he no tice 
of appeal and the filing fee with the appropriate court. Thi s 
filing must be completed within thirty (30) days after t he iss uance 
of this order, pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate 
Procedure. The notice of appeal must be in t he form specified in 
Rule 9 . 900 (a), Florida Rules of Appe llate Procedure.
