AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT dated August 21: 995, by and between DUVAL
UTILITY COMPANY, &a Florida corporation ("Duval"), and JAMES
McCORMACK d/b/a SUN COAST UTILITY, a sole proprietorship ("Sun
Coast"),

WITNESSETH H:

WHEREAS, Duval is the owner and operator of certain facilities
located in Clay County, Florida, which provide utility services to
a residential subdivision known as "McRae Landing" (said facilities
are hereinafter referred to as the "Utility"); and

WHEREAS, Duval wishes to contract with Sun Coast ror
management and possible future acquisition of the Utility;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises, the mutual
covenants and agreements contained herein, and other valuable
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are

acknowledged by each party hereto, Duval and Sun Coast agree as
follows:

1. HMapagement of Utility. Duval hereby retains Sun Coast,
and Sun Coast hereby agrees, to manage the utility on the terms set
forth herein, Managemnt of the utility will consist of maintaining
and operating the Utility in accordance with the standards and
requirements of any public service commission, municipality or
other government regulatory agency havi jurisdiction’ over the
Utilitx (collectively referred to hereinafter as "Regulatory
Authorities"); file all reports reguired by any ot the Regulatory
Authorities, bill and collect payment from the customers of the
Utility; and take any action normally taken in the ordinary course
of businees by the operation of a utility of the same size and type
as the Utility. All expenses of operating the Utility will be pald
trom receipts on customer killingse. Out of the balanae of wnuah
recelpts, If any, Sun Coast will renit to Duval $10.00 per year and
will be entitled to retain any excess.

2. Optiop to Purchase. Duval hereby grants to Sun Coast and
option to purchase the Utility on the following terms:

(a) The purchase price for the Utility will be $10.00
plus fifty percent (50%), less §5,000.00, of the net asales
pProceeds, after closing costs, received by Sun Coast from any
subsequent sale of the Utility;

(b) The option shall continue in effect for the term of
this agreement, including any extension thereof ;

(c) The option may be exercised by written notice to
Duval delivered as provided in this Agreement, and closing will
occur within five (5) days after exercise of the option;

(d) Duval will convey title to the Utility by warranty
‘eed in statutory power and will pay all closing rosts associnted

with the zonveyance, including but not limited to documentary stamp
caxas;

o) Upon any axercise or the Optlionor this Agresnmaic
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expiration of the extension period, this Agreement shall terminate
and neither party shall have any further rights or obligations
hereunder.

4. Authorization. Each party hereby represents to the other
that it has been duly authorized by act of its respective board ol
directors or owner to enter into this Agreement and undertake and
perform the transactions contemplated hereby.

£, Representations. The covenants, representations,
warranties and other written statements set forth in this Agreement
shall survive the execution and delivery hereof.
