REQUEST FOR CONFIDENTIAL CLASSIFICATION

SBC National, Inc. d/b/a SBC Telecom, Inc. ("SBC Telecom"), by and through
undersigned counsel, pursuant to Section 364.183, Florida Statutes, and Rule 25-
22.006, Florida Administrative Code, requests that the Florida Public Service
Commuission (the "Commission") classify as confidential certain specified proprietary
confidential business information contained in SBC Telecom's response to a
December 11, 2000 letter from Walter D'Haeseleer, Director of the Commission's
Division of Competitive Services, regarding the Commission's administration of the
NXX reclamation process for the State of Florida. In support of its request, SBC
Telecom states:

1. By letter dated December 11, 2000, the Commission notified SBC
Telecom that it would instruct the North American Numbering Plan Administrator
to reclaim NXX Code 317 assigned to SBC Telecom unless SBC Telecom submitted
a written request for an extension of time in which to activate the NXX code. The
letter instructed SBC Telecom to include in any such request for an extension the
reason for its failure to activate the NXX code, including circumstances beyond SBC
Telecom's control. The letter further instructed SBC Telecom to identify the
customer or other carrier causing the delay. The letter specifically states that SBC

Telecom "may avail itself of the statutory confidentiality provisions of Section
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364.183, Florida Statutes, and Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrative Code . ..." A
copy of the December 11, 2000 letter is attached as Exhibit "A."

2. SBC Telecom responded to the Commission's December 11, 2000 letter
by letter dated January 16, 2001 to Robert J. Casey, Regulatory Analyst Supervisor
for the Commission's Division of Competitive Services. SBC Telecom's January 16,
2001 letter to Mr. Casey was filed under cover of a Notice of Intent to Request
Confidential Classification because the letter includes certain proprietary
confidential business information as that term is defined in Section 364.183(3),
Florida Statutes. This request is being filed within 21 days of the date that the
Notice of Intent to Request Confidential Classification of information contained in
the January 16, 2001 letter was filed with the Commission. Through this request,
SBC Telecom seeks to maintain the continued confidential handling of the specified
proprietary confidential business information contained in its January 16, 2001
letter to Mr. Casey.

3. The specified proprietary confidential business information in SBC
Telecom's January 16, 2001 letter to Mr. Casey is intended to be, and has been
treated by SBC Telecom, as private and has not been disclosed unless disclosed
pursuant to a statutory provision, order of a court or administrative body, or private
agreement that provides that the information in the January 16, 2001 letter will not
be released to the public.

4. The specified proprietary confidential business information contained

in SBC Telecom's January 16, 2001 letter to Mr. Casey is entitled to confidential



classification pursuant to Section 364.183(1), Florida Statutes, and is exempt from
Section 119.07(1), Florida Statutes, and Article I, Section 24(a) of the Florida
Constitution. Section 364.183(3) defines “proprietary confidential business
information” as:
information, regardless of form or characteristics, which is owned or
controlled by the person or company, is intended to be and is treated by
the person or company as private in that the disclosure of the
information would cause harm to the ratepayers or the person’s or
company’s business operations, and has not been disclosed unless
disclosed pursuant to a statutory provision, an order of a court or

administrative body, or private agreement that provides that the
information will not be released to the public.

§ 364.183(1), Fla. Stat. (2000). Section 364.183(3) further provides that “proprietary
confidential business information” includes “[i]nformation relating to competitive
interests, the disclosure of which would impair the competitive business of the
provider of information.” § 364.183(3)(e), Fla. Stat. (2000).

5. SBC Telecom's January 16, 2001 letter to Mr. Casey contains
“proprietary confidential business information” within the meaning of that term as
described in Section 364.183(3). The information for which confidential
classification is requested relates to SBC Telecom's relationships with its
customers, other telecommunications companies, and business entities involved in
SBC Telecom's provision of telecommunications service within the State of Florida.
If disclosed, this information could cause harm to SBC Telecom's business
operations. A line-by-line justification for confidential treatment of this information

i1s attached as Exhibit "B."



6. A copy of SBC Telecom's January 16, 2001 letter to Mr. Casey with the
information for which SBC Telecom is requesting confidential classification
highlighted is attached to this Request for Confidential Classification in a sealed
envelope. Also attached are two edited copies of SBC Telecom's January 16, 2001
letter with the information for which SBC Telecom is requesting confidential
classification redacted.

7. At this time, SBC Telecom is unable to provide a date by which the
specified proprietary confidential business information contained in the January 16,
2001 letter will no longer be proprietary confidential business information.

8. SBC Telecom has good cause and justification for its request, and
continued confidentiality of the specified proprietary confidential business
information in SBC Telecom's January 16, 2001 letter to Mr. Casey will not
prejudice the Commission, or any other persons or entities that may be interested in
the Commission's NXX Code reclamation process.

WHEREFORE, SBC Telecom respectfully requests that the Commission
determine that the specified proprietary confidential business information
contained in its January 16, 2001 letter to Robert J. Casey is confidential and
exempt from the Public Records Act, Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, and Article I,

Section 24(a) of the Florida Constitution.
