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(2) Definitions of terms 

(a)++ "Commission." Unless a different intent clearly appears from 

the context, the word "Commission" shall be construed to mean the 

Florida Public Service Commission. 

(b)* \\Customer. I' Any person, firm, partnership, company, 

corporation, association, governmental agency or similar 

organization, who makes application f o r  and is supplied with 

electric service by the utility f o r  its ultimate use and not f o r  

use by, to, or through any other person or entity unless 

specifically authorized by the Commission. 

(c>* ''Customer's Installation.fJ Wires, enclosures, switches, 

appliances, and other apparatus, including the service entrance and 

service equipment, forming the customer's facilities utilizing 

service f o r  any purpose 

delivery. 

(d) -@+ "Meter. T h e  word 

on the customer's side of the point of 

"meter, " when used in these rules without 
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other qualification, shall be construed to mean any device used for 

the purpose of measuring the service rendered to a customer by a 

utility. 

(elfst "Point of Delivery." The first point of attachment where the 

utility's service drop or service lateral is connected t o  the 

customer's service entrance conductors either at a riser, in a 

terminal box, or meter or other  enclosure inside or outside the 

building wall. 

(f)+6+ "Service." The supply by the utility of electricity to the 

customer, including the readiness to serve and availability of 

electrical energy at the customer's point of delivery at the 

standard available voltage and frequency whether or not utilized by 

the customer. 

(9) 'Service Conductors. f' The overhead conductors from the last 

pole or other aerial support to the point of delivery including the 

splices, if any, connecting the service drop to the service 

entrance conductors. 

(h) t8f "Service Drop. 'I The overhead service conductors from the 

last pole or other aerial support to and including the splices, if 

any, connecting to the service entrance conductors at the building 

or other structure. r 
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(i) f4f "Service-Entrance Conductors, Underground System. I' The 

service conductors between the terminals of the service equipment 

and the point of connection of the service lateral. 

(i ).* "Service Equipment. If T h e  customer's equipment I usually 

consisting of circuit-breaker or switch and fuses, and their 

accessories, connected to the supply conductors of a building. 

( k ) M  'Service Lateral." The underground conductors between the 

transformer(s) or transformer secondary, including any risers at a 

pole or other structure, and the point of delivery. 

(I_>,* "Utility." Unless a different intent clearly appears from 

the context, the word or words "utility" or '\electric utility" as 

used in these rules shall have the same meaning as set out for 

"public utility" in Section 366.02, F . S . ,  and shall include all 

such utilities subjec t  to Commission jurisdiction.
