Dear Mr. McDonald: 

Based upon my review of yow letter to Mr. William Goaziou dated September 22,2003, 
regarding the metering of certain connections in the River Ranch development, you indicate that the 
two approaches you contemplated were to meter the lots as a group with a master meter or to meter 
the lots individually. However, the Florida Public Service Commission (FPSC) found in Order No. 
PSC-03-074O-PAA-WS, issued June 23,2003, that it is appropriate to require the utility to meter 
all general service connections plus all residential customers of the Countryside subdivision. 
Furthermore, the FPSC approved an addition to plant in service of $106,750 to cover the metering 
costs. Residential consumption in the RV park will be calculated using the formula below: 

Total gallons treated at water plant 
Total consumption for all general service connections 
Total consumption for Countryside subdivision 

less 
less 
equals Total residential consumption in the RV park
