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2. ICG objects to the “Definitions,” the “General Instructions,” and the individual 

interrogatories to the extent they seek information that is irrelevant and not reasonably calculated 

to lead to the discovery of admissible evidence. By way of illustration and not limitation, ICG 

objects to interrogatories that seek information that is unrelated to or inconsistent with the 

methodology and parameters of the analysis of impairment prescribed by the FCC in its Triennial 

Review Or der. 

3.  ICG objects to the “Definitions,” the “General Instructions,” and the individual 

interrogatories to the extent they are vague, ambiguous, imprecise, or utilize terms that are 

subject to multiple interpretations but are not properly defined or explained for purposes of these 

Requests . 

4. ICG objects to the “General Instructions” and the items of BellSouth’s First Set of 

Interrogatories to ICG to the extent that they purport to impose discovery obligations on ICG 

that exceed the scope of discovery allowed by the applicable Florida Rules of Civil Procedure.
