Pursuant to Florida Law 364.163, BellSouth Long Distance, Inc., ("BellSouth 
Long Distance") is required to pass through the cost savings received from 
access reductions under the rebalance legislation. 

Verizon and Embarq have completed their 2006 rebalance activities which 
included access reductions which produce an annual cost savings for BellSouth 
Long Distance of $***. This expected savings was determined based on the past 
12 month actual MOUs (Nov. 2005 - Oct. 2006) multiplied by the amount of the 
access reductions. (1 2 months terminating minutes to Veraion and Embarq = 
**** minutes; Verizon- ****** minutes X $0.0084379 = $***; Embarq - **** 
minutes X $0.01282 = $***) 

Last year, BellSouth Long Distance reduced prices on several plans to give 
customers the benefit of the 2005 rebalance access savings. The most 
significant reductions came from $5.00 to $7.00 reductions in the intrastate 
portion of our Consumer unlimited long distance plans and the elimination of 
intraLATA toll metered charges on our Preferred Rate Plus Plan for small 
businesses. Over the past year more than ***** customers have benefited from 
these reductions resulting in $*** in savings. 

In addition, over $*** was passed on to end users via additional reductions, 
making the total savings passed through to end-users during the 2005-2006 
period $***.
