MOTION FOR TEMPORARY PROTECTIVE ORDER 

IN DOCKET NO. 070299-EI 


 On August 2, 2007, Gulf Power Company (“Gulf”) filed a Motion for Temporary Protective Order pursuant to Rule 25-22.006(6)(c), Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), and Section 366.093, Florida Statutes (F.S.), to prevent public disclosure of confidential information provided in response to the City of Panama City Beach and Panama City Beach Community Redevelopment Agency’s (“City”) First Request for Production of Documents (Nos. 1-41) and First Set of Interrogatories (Nos. 1-58).  
In support of its Motion, Gulf states that the information provided in response to the City’s First Set of Interrogatories, Document Request No. 11, consists of joint use agreements between Gulf and various third-party attachers which is entitled to confidential classification.  Gulf states that Document Request No. 11, contains contractual data, including specific price terms, the disclosure of which would negatively impact Gulf’s ability to negotiate with future third-party attachers.  Also, the disclosure of the information in Document Request No. 11, would negatively impact Gulf’s ability to negotiate pricing favorable to its customers in future contracts.  In addition, Gulf states that the potential counterparties may refuse to contract with Gulf or would charge higher prices if the contract terms were made public.  Gulf asserts that this information is entitled to protection under Section 366.093(3)(d), F.S., and Rule 25-22.006, F.A.C.  

Upon consideration of the above,  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Gulf’s Motion for Temporary Protective Order of the confidential documents described above in response to the City’s First Set of Interrogatories, Document Request No. 11, is hereby granted.  I find that Gulf has demonstrated that the materials are proprietary confidential business information.  Accordingly, the information described herein has been granted confidential classification and shall be protected from disclosure pursuant to Rule 25-22.006(6), F.A.C.   

Based on the foregoing, it is


ORDERED by Commissioner Nancy Argenziano, as Prehearing Officer, that the Motion for Temporary Protective Order of the information provided in response to the City’s First Set of Interrogatories, Document Request No. 11, filed by Gulf Power Company is granted.

NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW


The Florida Public Service Commission is required by Section 120.569(1), Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any administrative hearing or judicial review of Commission orders that is available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes, as well as the procedures and time limits that apply.  This notice should not be construed to mean all requests for an administrative hearing or judicial review will be granted or result in the relief sought.


Mediation may be available on a case-by-case basis.  If mediation is conducted, it does not affect a substantially interested person's right to a hearing.


Any party adversely affected by this order, which is preliminary, procedural or intermediate in nature, may request: (1) reconsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.0376, Florida Administrative Code; or (2) judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court, in the case of an electric, gas or telephone utility, or the First District Court of Appeal, in the case of a water or wastewater utility.  A motion for reconsideration shall be filed with the Office of Commission Clerk, in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060, Florida Administrative Code.  Judicial review of a preliminary, procedural or intermediate ruling or order is available if review of the final action will not provide an adequate remedy.  Such review may be requested from the appropriate court, as described above, pursuant to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
