Docket No. 20180014-WS — Investigation of allowance for funds prudently invested (AFPI) in Lake County,
by Utilities, Inc. of Florida.

Issue 1: Should UIF be required to refund overcollections of AFPI charges and, if so, what is the appropriate
amount to be refunded?

Recommendation: Yes. UIF should be required to refund overcollected AFPI charges of $165,739 with
interest in accordance with Rule 25-30.360, F.A.C. to the two developers that paid AFPI charges for a total of
292 connections. The refund should be completed within 90 days of the Commission’s vote and documentation
supporting the final refund should be provided within 10 days of the completed refund.

Issue 2: Should this docket be closed? '

Recommendation: If no person whose substantial interests are affected by this proposed agency action files a
protest within 21 days of the issuance of the order, a consummating order should be issued. This docket should
remain open for staff’s verification that the utility has completed the refund pursuant to Rule 25-30.360,
F.A.C. Once staff has verified that refunds are complete, this docket should be closed administratively.
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
