Thank you for giving me a moment to share my perspective on the FPL proposed rate increase. In full 
disclosure I own 100 shares of Next Era Energy Stock. I believe the company has done a commendable job of 
anticipating growth by expanding their sources of energy and they need to do more in the future! That requires 
profits and resulting capital to invest for the future. 

I have been a residential customer of FPL for over 70 years. It appears to me that my residential bill would 
increase approximately $3/month. I am comfortable with that request. I have also been a commercial 
customer. 

I can recall the brown outs of the 1950s when local growth exceeded the company’s capacity to provide enough 
power. Hopefully we can avoid such in the future by granting the company an opportunity to 
prepare.

The explosive population growth of Flordia and demands on commercial power use, especially the geometric 
growth from Artificial Intelligence, calls for anticipation by investing in the future to continue to provide 
critical infrastructure to provide power.
