The issues as agreed upon are set
forth below:

ISSUE 1:

Is there a sufficient community of interest on the Cross
city/Keaton Beach, Cross City (Taylor County pocket) /Keaton
Beach, Cross City/Perry and Cross City (Taylor County
pocket) /Perry routes to Jjustify surveying for nonoptional
extended area service as currently defined in the Commission
rules or implementing an alternative interLATA toll plan?

ISSUE 2:

If a sufficient community of interest is found on any of these
routes, what is your position regarding each of the following
plans (summarize in chart form and discuss in detail)?

a) EAS with 25/25 plan and regrouping;
o) Alternative InterLATA toll plan; and
c) Other (specify)

ISSUE 3:

Should subscribers be required to pay an additive as a
prerequisite to surveying for extended area sexrvice or an
alternative interLATA toll plan? If so, how much of a payment
is required and how long should it last?

ISSUE 4:

If a sufficient community of interest is found, what are the
appropriate rates and charges for the plan to be implemented
on these routeg?
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ISSUE 5:

If extended area service or an alternative interLATA toll plan
is determined to be appropriate, should the customers in the
Cross City exchange be surveyed?

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Administrative Code, if issued by the Commission; or (3) judicial
review by the Florida Supreme Court, in the case of an electric,
gas or telephone utility, or the First District Court of Appeal, in
the case of a water or wastewater utility. A motion for
reconsideration sghall be filed with the Director, Division of
Records and Reporting, in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060,
Florida Administrative Code. Judicial review of a preliminary,
procedural or intermediate ruling or order is available if review
of the final action will not provide an adequate remedy. Such
review may be requested from the appropriate court, as described
above, pursuant to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appellate
Procedure.
