ORDER ESTABLISHING PROCEDURE 

On August 23, 1996, Gulf Utility Company (Gulf or the utility) 
completed the minimum filing requirements for a general rate 
increase and that date was established as the official filing dat e 
for this proceeding. This matter is currently set for an 
administrative hearing. 

The scope of this proceeding shall be based upon the issues 
raised by the parties and Commission staff (staff ) up to and during 
the prehearing conference, unless modified by the Commission . The 
hearing will be conducted according to the provisions of Chapter 
120, Florida Statutes, and the rules of this Commission. 

Discovery 

When discovery requests are served and the respondent int=nds 
to object to or ask for clarification o f the discovery request, the 
objection or request for clarification shall be made within ten 
days of service of the discovery request. This procedure is 
intended to reduce delay in resolving discovery disputes . 

The hearing in this docket is set for February 6 - 7, 1997. 
Unless authorized by the Prehear ing Officer for good cause shown, 
all discovery shall be completed by January 30, 1997 . All 
interrogatories, requests for ddmissi o ns , and requests for 
production of documents shall be numbered sequentially in o rder to 
facilitate their identificatio n. The discovery requests will be 
numbered sequentially within a set and any subsequent discovery 
requests will continue the sequential numbering system. Unless 
subsequently modified by the Prehearing Officer, t he following 
shall apply : interrogatories, including all subparts, shal l be 
limited to 200, and requests for production o f documents, including 
all subparts, shall be limit~ · to 100. 

Any information provided pursuant to a discovery request f o r 
which proprietary confidential business informa ~ ion status is 
requested shall be treated by the Commission and the parties as 
confidential. The information shall be exempt f rom Section 
119 .07 (1 ) , Florida Statutes, pending a f o rmal ruling on suc h 
reques t by the Commiss ion, or upon the return o f the information to 
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the person providing the in format ion. If no determination of 
confidentiality has been made and the info rmation has not been made 
a part o f the evidentiary record in the proceeding , it shall be 
returned expeditiously to the person providing the information. If 
a determination of confidentiality has been made and the 
information was not entered into the record of the proceeding, it 
shall be returned to the person providing the information wi t h in 
the time period set forth in Section 367 . 156, Florida Statutes.

See Rule 25-22. 028 ( 1 ) , Florida Administrat ive Code, for the 
requirements of filing on diskette for certain ut ili ties. 

Notice and Public Information 

The utility shall comply with the requirements of Rule 25 -
22.0407 , Florida Administrative Code. 

The notice required by Rule 25 -22 .0407 (5) , Florida 
Administrative Code, shall also include a s t a t ement t hat ~ny 
c ustomer comments regarding the utility's s ervice or the proposed 
rate increase should be addressed t o the Dire _ ~or, Division of 
Records and Reporting, Florida Publi c Service Commission, 2540 
Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee, Flo rida 32399-0850, and that 
such comments should identify the docket number assigned to this 
proceeding. 

In addition to the requirements of Rule 25 - 22 .04 0 7 (6), Florida 
Administrative Code, the utility shr.ll give writ ten not i ce of the 
date, time, location, and purpose of the hearing to each of its 
customers no less than fourteen days prior to the first day of the 
hearing. The utility shall utilize first c lass mail for noti ces 
sent to customers with out o f town mailing addresses. 

Prefiled Testimony and Exhibits 

Pursuant to Rule 25-22.048 Florida Admini strative Code, each 
party shall prefile , in writ ing, all testimony that it intends t o 
sponsor . Such testimony shall be typed on 8 1 /2 inch x 11 inch 
transcript -quality paper, double spaced, with 2 5 numbered lines, on 
consecutively numbered pages, with left margins sufficient to allo w 
for binding (1.2 5 inches). 

Each exhibit intended t o support a witness' prefiled testimony 
shall be attached to that wi tness' testimony when filed, identified 
by his or her initials, and consecutively numbered beginning wi th 
1. All other known exhibi ts shall be marked f or identification at 
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the prehearing conference. After an opportunity for opposing 
parties to object to introduction of the exhibits and to cross ­
examine the witness sponsoring them, exhibits may be offered into 
evidence at the hearing. Exhibits accepted into evidence at the 
hearing shall be numbered sequentially . The pages of each exhibit 
shall also be numbered sequentially prior to filing with the 
Commissio n. 

An o riginal and 15 copies of all testimony and exhibits shall 
be prefiled with the Director, Division of Reco rds and Repo rting, 
by the close of business, which is 5 : 00p.m., on the date due. A 
copy of all prefiled testimony and exhibits shall be served by mail 
or hand delivery to all other parties and staff no later than the 
date filed with the Commission. Failure of a party to timely 
prefile exhibits and testimony from any witness in accordance with 
the f o regoing requirements may bar admission o f such exhibits and 
t estimony . 

Prehearinq Statement 

Pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 038(3), Florida Administrative Code, a 
prehearing statement shall be required of all parties i n t his 
docket . Staff will also file a prehearing statement. The o ri g inal 
and 15 copies of each prehearing statement shall be prefiled with 
the Director of the Division of Records and Reporting by the close 
of business, which is 5 :00 p.m ., o n the date due . A copy of the 
prehearing statement shall be served on all other parties and staff 
no later than the date it is filed with the Commission. Failure of 
a part y to timely file a prehearing statement shall be a waiver of 
any issue not raised by other parties •lr by the Commission. In 
addition, such failure shall preclude the party from presenting 
testimony in support of its positio n . Such prehearing stat~ments 
shall set forth the following information in the sequence listed 
belo w. 

(a) the name of all known witnesses tha t may be c a lled 
by the party, and the subject matter of their testimony ; 

(b ) a descriptio n of all known exhibits tha t may be ~sed 
by the party, whether they may be identified on a 
composite basis , and the witness sponsoring each; 

(c) a statemen t of basic position in the proceeding; 

(d) a statement of each question o f fact the party 
considers at issue, the party' s po sition o n e a c h such 
issue , and which of the pa r ty's witnesses wi l l address 
the issue; 
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(e) a statement of each question of law the party 
considers at issue and the party's posi tion on each such 
issue; 

(f) a statement of each poli c y question the party 
considers at issue, t he party's po sition on each suc h 
issue, and which of the party's witnesses will address 
the issue; 

(g) a statement of issues that have been stipula ted to 
by the parties; 

(h ) a statement of all pending motions or other matters 
the party seeks action upon; and 

(i) a statement as to any requ irement s et fo r th in th is 
order that cannot be complied with, and the reasons 
therefore. 

Prehearing Conference 

A prehearing conference will be held in this docket at the 
Betty Easley Conference Center, 40 75 Esplanade Way, Tallahas~ee, 
Florida. The conditions of Rul e 25 - 22.038 (5) (b), Florida 
Administrative Code, shall be observed . Any party who fails to 
attend the prehearing conference, unless excused by the Prehearing 
Officer, will have waived all issues and positio ns raised in that 
party's prehearing statement . 

Prehearing Procedure : Waiver of Issues 

Any issue not raised by a party prior to the issuance of t he 
prehea~ing order shall be waived by that party, e xcept for good 
cause shown. A party seeking t o raise a new issue after the 
i ssuance of the prehearing order sha ll demonstrate that: it was 
unable to identify the issue because o f the complexity of the 
matter; discovery or other prehearing procedures were not adequa te 
to fully develop the issue; due diligence was exerc ised to obtain 
facts touching on the issue; informatio n obtained subsequent t o t he 
issuance of the prehearing ordP was not previousl y available t o 
enable the party t o identify the issue; and introduction of the 
issue could not be to the prejudice or surprise of any party. 
Speci fi c reference shall be made t o the i nfo rmation received, and 
how it enabled the party t o identify the issue. 

Unless a matter is not at issue for that party, each party 
shal l diligently endeavor in good fa ith to take a position on each 
issue prior to issuance of the prehearing order. When a party is 
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unable to take a position o n an issue, it shall bring that fa c t to 
the attention of the Prehearing Officer. If the Prehearing Officer 
finds that the party has acted diligently and in good faith to take 
a position, and further finds that the party's failure to take a 
position will not prejudice other parties or confuse the 
proceeding, the party may maintain "no positio n at this time" prio r 
to hearing and thereafter identify its position in a post - hearing 
statement of issues . In the absence of such a f ind1ng by the 
Prehearing Officer, the party shal l have waived the entire issue . 
When an issue and position have been properly identified, any party 
may adopt that issue and position in its post-hear ing statement .

To facilitate the management o f documents in this docket, 
exhibits will be numbered at the Prehearing Conference. Eac h 
exhibit submitted shall have the following in the upper right - hand 
corner: the docket number, the witness 's name, t he word "Exhi bit" 
followed by a blank line for the exhibit number and t he tit!e of 
the exhibit .

Use of Confidential Information At Hearing 

February 26, 1997 

It is the policy of this Commission that all Commission 
hearings be open to the public at all times. The Commissiv D also 
recognizes its obligation pursuant to Section 36 7. 156, Florida 
Statutes, to protect proprietary confidential business information 
from disclosure outside the proceeding. Any party wishing to use 
any proprietary confidential business information, as that term is 
defined in Section 367.156, Florida Statutes , shall notify the 
Prehearing Officer and all parties o f record by the time of the 
Prehearing Conference, or if not known at that time, no later than 
seven (7) days prior to the beginning of the hearing. The notice 
shall include a procedure to assure that the confidential nature of 
the information is preserved as required by statute. Failure of 
any party to comply with the seven-day requirement described above 
shall be grounds to deny the party the opportunity to preHent 
evidence which is proprietary confidential business information. 

When confidential information is used in the hearing, parties 
must have copies for the Commissioners, necessary s taff, and the 
Court Reporter, in envelopes clearly marked with the nature of the 
contents. Any party wishing to examine the confidential material 
that is not subject to an order granting confidentia lity shall be 
provided a copy in the same fashion as prov i ded to the 
Commissioners, subject to execution of any appropriate protective 
agreement with the owner of the material . Counsel and witnesses 
are cautioned to avoid verbalizing confidential information in suc h 
a way that would compromise the confidential information. 
Therefore, confidential information should be presented by writ ten 
exhibit when reasonably possible to do so. At the conclusion o f 
that portion of the hearing that involves confidentjal information, 
all copies of confidential exhibits shall be returned to the 
proffering party. If a confidential exhibit has been admitted into 
evidence, the copy provided to the Court Reporter shall be retained 
in the Division of Records and Reporting's confidential files. 

Post - hearing Procedure 

Rule 25-22.056(3), Flo rida Administrative Code, requires eac h 
party to file a post-hearing statement of issues and positions. A 
summary of each position of no more than 50 words , set o ff wi t h 
asterisks , shall be inc luded in that stateme nt . If a party's 
positio n has not changed since the issuance o f the prehearing 
order, the post - hearing statement may simply restate the prehearing 
po sition; however, if the prehearing position is longer than 50 
words, it must be reduc ed t o no more than 50 words. The rule also 
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provides that if a party fails to file a post - hearing statement in 
conformance with the rule, that party shall have waived all issues 
and may be dismissed from the proceeding. 

A party's proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law , if 
any, statement of issues and positions, and brief, shall together 
total no more than 60 pages, and shall be filed at the same time. 
The prehearing officer may modify the page limit f or good c a use 
shown. Please see Rule 25-22.056, Florida Administrative Code , f o r 
o ther requirements pertaining to po s t- hearing filings. 

Based upon the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by Commissioner J. Terry Deason, as Prehearing 
Officer, that the provisions of this Order shall govern this 
proceeding unless modified by the Commission.

120.59(4), Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any 
administrative hearing or judicial review of Commission orders t ha t 
is available under Sections 120 . 57 or 120.6 8, Florida Statutes, as 
wel l as the procedures and time limits that apply. This no t i c e 
should not be construed to mean all requests for an administrative 
hearing or j udicial review will be granted or result in the relief 
sought.

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Any party adversely affect ed by this order, wh1ch is 
preliminary, procedural or intermediate in nature, may request: ( 1 ) 
reconsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.0376, Florida 
Administrative Code, if issued by a Prehearing Officer; (2) 
reconsideration within 15 days pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 060, Florida 
Administrative Code, if issued by the Commission; o r (3) judicial 
review by the Florida Supreme Court, in the c ase of an electri c , 
gas or telephone utility, or the First Distri c t Court o f Appeal, in 
the case of a water or wastewater utility. A motion for 
reconsideration shall be filed with the Direc tor, Division of 
Records and Reporting, in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.06 0, 
Florida Administrative Code. Judicial review o f a preliminary, 
procedural or intermediate ruling or order is available if r e view 
of the final action will not provide an adequate remedy . Suc h 
review may be requested from the appropriate court, as described 
above, pur uant to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appella te 
Procedure.
